Today’s commandment tells us to be faithful when we marry.  As children, we should practice 

being faithful by keeping the promises we make to our friends and our family.  As adults, we 

should remain faithful to our spouses because we made a promise to our spouse and because it 

is the right thing to do.  God is the perfect picture of faithfulness to His promises.  Today’s fam-

ily activity will highlight some of God’s promises.
