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Purpose of the Leader Helps
Each lesson of For Such a Time As This is designed with a particular goal in mind; thus, this Leader’s Helps will enable you to understand the goal and achieve it week by week. Your group time has a purpose and you need to target that purpose for your discussion. You are free to adapt the goal to your particular group’s needs and situations. I have given you a general goal, but your group may need to focus somewhere else. This guide is not intended to be a law, but it is merely to help those who lead discussions in the study. In order to achieve the goal, you will have to skip some of the questions because they do not relate as well to the goal as others, and you do not have time to discuss every question.

How to Use the Leader Helps

Each week you need to follow this order in your preparation for leading the discussion:

1. Complete your personal homework in your own workbook. You will need to be very thorough because your group may make comments and ask questions that deal with all aspects of the lesson. You cannot be all knowing but should be prepared. Besides, God has to work in you first before you are ready to discuss it with others. This guide is not intended to give you answers to the questions unless it is a difficult topic.

2. Then, read back through the lesson, considering how it all fits together. What is the main focus of that lesson? You might list it day by day since each day may cover a different topic. 

3. What is the goal of your discussion? I will give you one for each lesson, but you need to revise it in light of the particular women in your small group. Use what you determined as the focus of each day. Which of the five topics is most needed by your group?

4. Read through the suggested lesson guide. 

5. Think through which questions are most important to cover for your specific women and in light of the goal that you have for your group. Somehow mark the ones that are essential to discuss so that if you begin to run out of time, you can skip to them. We have marked the ones you must cover with a *. You never need to cover all the questions and really don’t have the time anyway. It is better to cover at least one question from each day than to cover every question from the first couple of days. By getting to Day Five you are encouraging the women to complete the whole lesson.

6. Think about the amount of time you have in your group. You may want to mark a halfway and then two quarter points in the discussion. You might want to count the number of questions that you have marked as important and divide them into quarters. Be aware, though, that some will take more time than others. Sharing questions take more time than observation questions.

7. As you plan, be sure that your group reads some of the verses and the passages. Remember that there will always be someone who comes unprepared and has not read those verses. Also, this teaches women that God has answers. We want to emphasize what He has to say, not just our own experiences. Try to balance Sharing Questions with those that cover observation of the text, which are easy to answer. Only cover the Responding to God questions if someone brings them up.

8.  Do not even mention the Diamonds in the Word questions. Don’t read them or refer to them. If someone wants to discuss one of them, do so after class.

9. Do not read to the group any question that you want to skip. Just go on to the one you want to cover. This gives you more time on the questions that you need to discuss.

Introductory Week
This will be your week to hand out the homework and to meet your women. Take this opportunity to have each woman share something that will help the group get to know one another. Have an ice-breaker question planned in advance. If all of your group is returning from a previous study, plan a deeper time of sharing or just catching up from the break.

Look at the calendar on p. 6 of the study guide. Go through it with the group, explaining the weekly schedule as well (small group time frame, prayer, and large group time). You may need to explain the missions week, the spring break week (daytime gets a break and evening meets but for fellowship only, no lesson).  Go through the times for each activity so they understand why you must get out on time so that you don’t disturb the others groups by coming in during worship or lecture. Remind them that they need a potty break!
Talk about fellowship time beginning 15 minutes before the discussion. Promise them that you will be in the room and available to visit. BUT BE THERE(
Talk about creating an atmosphere of worship during worship and prayer times. That means no getting food or drink or coming in late or talking:) 
Go through the instructions for using the study on p. 4 of the study guide entitled How to Use this Study Guide. Read through it yourself before you cover it with your group. Highlight the things that you want to mention. Please do not just read the page to your group. They may never return, thinking that you will be reading to them each week( You may have them turn to the first lesson on p. 7 as you discuss the various types of questions. That way as you talk about them, you can show them examples. 
Pass out the memory cards and encourage them to carry them around and work on them as they go about their daily lives.

Encourage; encourage; encourage. Tell them to come even if they have a bad week and don’t do any of the lesson. They can learn from the discussion and the lecture. You are a support for one another and no one will be judgmental about those who cannot complete the lesson, but do encourage them to complete it. Point out that it will be easier to finish if they do it day by day rather than try to sit down and do it the night before the group meets. Each day has 4-7 questions. Ask them to realize that 4-7 questions doesn’t seem overwhelming at all, but if they try to do 20-30 questions in one day, they may drop out because it is too much. The design of the course, with 5 days work, is planned to help them get in the habit of reading God’s Word each day and letting Him speak to them. Encourage them to use this as a part of their quiet times. Be sure and explain the optional questions for those who want to dig in more—Diamonds in the Word.
Remember that your primary responsibility is to love rather than knowledge. “If I have the gift of prophecy and know all mysteries and all knowledge; and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but do not have love, I am nothing” (1 Corinthians 13:1).
Here are some housekeeping items that you need to take care of on the first day as well:

1. Pass around the roster and ask the women to double check their names, addresses, etc. Have them correct both copies—one for you to take home and one for the Coordinator. Put that copy in the folder.

2. Refreshment sign-ups—remind them to be early when they bring food, at least by 9:15 for a.m. and 6:45 for p.m.
3. Talk about your missionary and the prayers for her.

4. Talk about e-mailing prayer requests and how you will do them weekly.

5. Talk about prayer and praying aloud in simple sentences. If you have new women, discuss where they are on a scale of 1-5 in praying aloud, with 1 being “I will die” and 5 being “I am happy to pray aloud.”

6. Talk about kingdom prayer requests and how to focus on the big picture of what God is doing.

Week One Study
Goals: 

Understanding—God is faithful and He gives the victory in the battles we face.
Application—To trust God with the difficult situations in which the women find themselves and move forward with courage, knowing that God is in control.
Day One
Discuss the fact that we are in a war with unseen enemies.
Go over the memory verse and encourage them to memorize it. Say it together and talk about the methods you used in learning it.

Read or talk about the historical background.

* #1—Discuss. This is an easy beginning question because there is no reason to feel that there is a wrong answer. Hopefully, several women will volunteer to share their first impressions.

Read what is said about observation at the top of p. 8. Emphasize that every lesson has some observation questions. Some of the women may find them boring because they want to get into other steps of Bible study. However, let them know that there is a danger of misinterpreting a passage when we don’t take time to carefully read it and the context. 

* #2—Get one or two facts from different women or ask if someone would summarize the story, sharing only the main facts.

#3—Skip

* #4—Let more than one respond to this if you have time.

#5—Omit 

Do not discuss the Diamonds in the Word questions.

Day Two
Ask for a volunteer to read the passage.
Skip #6

#7—Allow several to share on this one if time permits.

Ask for a volunteer to read Judges 4:6-10.

* #8—Just turn to the Exodus passage so they have it in front of them for this answer. Try to get more than one woman to share her answer.

* #9—Allow several to share if they will. You need to be ready to share if no one else does. This question is important for our goals and needs to be discussed.

#10—If time permits, get at least one woman to share on this question.

#11—Skip

Day Three
#12—Skip
* #13—Don’t cover every passage but ask the women to share the one that was most meaningful to them. You may get them all covered but don’t worry if not.

* #14—Try to get at least one woman’s answer on this.

#15—If time permits, allow one woman to answer.

#16—Skip

Day Four
Read the verses.
#17 & #18—Skip

#19—Cover if time permits.

* #20—If you have time, allow more than one to share. No one may volunteer for this one because of the personal nature of it. If so, just go on.
#21—Skip

Day Five
Do not read this entire passage but mention that it is a song.
* #22—Cover and emphasize the need for praise when God brings the victory and when He is faithful to His promises.

#23—Skip

#24—If you have time, get someone to share her answer.

* #25—Be sure and cover this one. Get more than one answer, if possible.

* #26—Again, be sure and discuss.

#27—Skip

Do not cover the story—unless the writer is in your group!! If so, just mention it.

Go back to the goals and summarize what you learned in this lesson about courageously moving forward when God calls.

Week Two Study

Goals: 

Understanding—Jesus is our Kinsman-Redeemer who died in our place to purchase us as His own.
Application—For each woman to believe in Jesus and His redemption for her. That each one will reach out to someone in her extended family who needs encouragement or other help. 
Day One
Comment on the introduction if you desire.

Say the memory verse together. 

Read or talk about the historical background and add what you learned as you looked it up.

Don’t read all the verses. Some of the questions will cover the important facts.

* #1—Get someone to answer in order to get the main background facts.

* #2 & #3—skip the verses in #2 because #3 will cover them. If there is any confusion, go back to #2 and look up the verses. This is such a foreign concept in our day that you may need to help them understand the levirate marriage.

#4—If you have time, let a couple of women answer.
#5—Skip

#6—Allow more than one to share if they will volunteer.

#7—Skip  

Day Two
Again, there are too many verses to read the entire thing. Choose a couple if you want to read parts of this.

* #8 & #9—Get someone to read the Deut. passage and then skip to #9 because it will cover #8.

* #10—Get at least one woman to share on this question.

* #11—Allow more than one woman to discuss this one.
#12—Omit. We’ll cover this on Day Five.
#13—Skip
* #14—Cover
#15—Skip
Day Three
* #16—Cover this rather than read the chapter.
#17—Skip

#18—Try to get more than one answer if you have time.

* #19—Cover because it deals with your goal for the week.
#20—Skip
Day Four
* #21—Cover rather than read the chapter.
* #22—Cover because it deals with impact on family.

#23—Cover only if you have time.

#24—Skip because we’ll cover it at the end.
#25—Cover, if possible.

#26—Skip
Day Five
Get a volunteer to read the note about the kinsman-redeemer. This is the day when the gospel is presented. This is the most important day if there is anyone in your group who may not be a believer. Do not cut your time from this day!
* #27—Read the passage if you have time and get an answer to the question.
* #28—Again, read the verses if you can and definitely get an answer.

You can read some of the two paragraphs or talk about the gospel in your own words. Emphasize that the women can talk to you after class or by phone if they don’t know that they have trusted Jesus.

#29—Skip

#30—Skip unless you have time

#31—Skip

#32—Cover if you have time.

#33—Skip

End by talking about the beautiful picture of Jesus in the book of Ruth.

Week Three Study

Goals: 

Understanding—God answers prayer, but sometimes He waits for us to be ready to give up the answer to His use. God is faithful to what He says and He expects us to be faithful to what we say as well.
Application—To trust God with the answers to their prayers. To give up ownership and dedicate what we have to God. To follow through with the promises we make.
Read the introduction to get them thinking about the main ideas of this lesson. Go over the memory verse and the historical background, without reading it.

Day One
Ask for a volunteer to read the entire passage of 1 Samuel 1:1-18.

#1—Skip because the idea will be covered.

* #2—Allow at least one woman to share her answer.

* #3—Get an answer on this one.

* #4—Allow more than one to share if possible.

* #5—Get at least one answer here.

* #6—Allow more than one to share.

#7—Skip

Day Two
#8—Rather than get an answer on this one, just mention the points of the vow and go on to the next question.
* #9—Get answers here.

* #10—Let more than one woman give input.

#11—Only cover if you are doing okay with your time.

#12—Skip

Day Three
* #13—Cover this rather than read the entire passage.

* #14—Ask for a different woman to share her answer on each passage.

* #15—Allow more than one to share if you are fine with your time.

* #16—Get one woman to answer.

#17—Skip

#18—Skip

Day Four
Get a volunteer to read the verses.

* #19-#20—You will cover #19 as you go over #20 so don’t ask them separately. 

#21—Only if you have time, allow someone to share.

#22—If time, get some answers on this one.

#23—Skip

#24—Skip

Day Five
* #25—Cover this one.

#26—Cover if you have time.

* #27—Allow more than one woman to share if time permits.

#28—Skip

End the lesson by emphasizing unselfish prayer. 
Week Four Study

Goals: 

Understanding—God expects us to deal wisely with fools. As wives, He expects us to do what is good for our husbands. 
Application—To use God’s wisdom when dealing with foolish and difficult people.
Cover the introduction in any way you want in order to get them to see what life must have been like as Abigail. Say the memory verse together. Also, mention the historical background.

Day One
Read the verses to get the group back into the story.

#1—Skip because you just reviewed it as you read the verses.

#2—Skip

* #3—Allow more than one woman to share her answer.

* #4—These are important principles. Get a volunteer to read the verses first. 

#5 & #6—Let several respond to these together if they are willing.

Day Two
Do not read all the verses.

#7—Skip

* #8—Cover this one.

* #9—Get one woman to answer this in case someone did not read the story.
Read the box.

* #10—Get more than one answer on this one. It is our goal.

* #11—Be sure and cover this one also.

#12—Cover if you are okay with time; otherwise, skip.

#13—Skip

Day Three
Do not read the entire passage but you should get the women to turn to it so that it is in front of them.

* #14—Cover this one. You may want to emphasize 31:12 and the fact that she brought him good although he may not have wanted her to do what she did.

#15—Skip

* #16—Be sure and discuss. Although she did not do what he wanted, she saved his life and the lives of their entire household. He was a fool and needed her wisdom to protect him. Do not spend much time here but consider the kinds of husbands this applies to. 

#17—Skip

#18—Skip

Day Four
Get a volunteer to read the verses and the comment at the bottom of the page.

* #19—Again, get a volunteer to read this passage. Get more than one comment.

#20—Get input on this one if you have time. If not, skip it.

* #21—Get more than one to share if you have time. Likely, not everyone will have an answer on this one.

* #22—Get someone to answer this.

#23—Skip

Day Five
Do not read the passage.

#24—You have probably already covered this back on the previous day so skip it unless you feel that you have not adequately discussed this.

* #25—Cover with several answers.

* #26—Discuss

* #27—Cover

#28—Skip unless you have time.

#29—Skip

End the lesson by talking about dealing with fools and loving them by seeking what is best for them.
Week Five Study

Goals: 

Understanding—God is our true Provider; He promises to give us what we need when we put Him and His kingdom first in our lives.  
Application—To seek God’s kingdom first over our personal needs and to trust Him to provide. 
Skip the introduction but go over the memory verse and the historical background.
Day One
Do not read the passage.
* #1-2—Don’t read the questions but simply ask what was happening in Israel during this time period. 

* #3—Read the main question and just ask them what insights they gained from the various verses. They can summarize the answers.

#4—Hopefully, this is just background for the next question so skip it.

* #5—Allow more than one to answer if they are willing. You may need to be the first to share. 

#6—Skip

Day Two
Ask for a volunteer to read the verse in 1 Kings and someone else to read the verse in James.

* #7—Get an answer on this.

#8—If you have time, get someone to answer this.

#9—It will only take a minute for one woman to share this so cover it.

* #10—Allow more than one to share if they have stories on this one.

* #11—Be sure and cover this. You can do it generally or go through the specific verses and ask someone to read them. 

#12—Skip

Day Three
Get a volunteer to read the verses in case someone did not do her homework.

#13—Skip because it should be covered in #15.

* #14—Cover this answer.

* #15—Be sure and let more than one person answer.

#16—Skip at this point because we’ll cover this later.

* #17—Ask for a volunteer to read the passage and then ask for answers.

#18—Skip
#19—Skip

Day Four
Rather than read the passage, you will cover the first 2 questions.

* #20—Cover

* #21—Cover so everyone knows what happened.

#22—Allow women to share only if your time is okay.

#23—Skip
* #24—Cover this one. One answer is enough.

#25—Skip 

Day Five
* #26—Allow several women to comment.

* #27—Be sure and cover this one. 

* #28—Let more than one answer if you have time.

#29—If you have time, cover this one.

* #30—Cover.

#31—Skip 

End the lesson by mentioning putting God first in all that we do, including our finances and the provision God has already given us.

Week Six Study

Goals: 

Understanding—God is faithful to His promises.  
Application—To rely upon God’s promises, asking and expecting Him to move in our lives in situations where His promises apply.  
Cover the introduction by either reading it or just talking about it. Say the memory verse together. Discuss the historical background without reading the entire thing, maybe just highlighting what you want to mention.

Day One
* #1—Get several to share.
#2—Skip

Day Two
Do not read the verses because the first question will cover it.

* #3—Cover this quickly.

Mention the information in the box.

#4—Skip

* #5—Cover this one. This is the man Esther has to deal with the rest of her life.

#6—Cover with one answer.

#7—Skip

Day Three
Ask for a volunteer to read the verses.

#8—Skip because you just covered it by reading it.

#9—Skip

* #10—Cover this one with several women answering.
Do not read all the verses.

* #11—Quickly get someone to mention this answer. You may want to comment at how much we go through similar things to be accepted today.

* #12—Cover this.

#13—Skip

Day Four
Get someone to read this since the event will come up later in the story and then get her to read the box. 

#14—Skip because we’ll cover the entire story later.

* #15—Get several women to share on this.

* #16—Ask for a volunteer to read each part of this and get input from more than one woman on each passage.

* #17—Get more than one answer.

#18—Cover only if you have time.

Get a volunteer to read the comments just before #19.
* #19—First, get someone to read the verses. Then, discuss the question, allowing several to answer.

#20—Skip

Day Five
Either read the verses or cover #21. If you read the verses, skip the question. Cover the info in the box. It may be that this was part of Mordecai’s dislike of Haman.

* #22—Have someone read what they copied.

* #23—Allow several women to share on this.

#24—Skip

Finish by mentioning that God promises great things to those who are His children. We can rely upon His word and pray accordingly. 
Week Seven Study

Goals: 

Understanding—God puts His people in places where He plans to use them.  
Application—To look for God’s purposes where you are and obey in faith rather than acting in fear.
There is no need to cover the introduction. Say the memory verse together. Make sure that there are no questions about pur, the note at the top of Day One.

Day One
Don’t read the passage.

#1—Skip

* #2—Get someone to cover this one so that you don’t need to read the passage. Otherwise, some will have forgotten and others will not have read it beforehand. These need that review.

#3—Discuss this question.

Read the note after #3 on the top of the next page and discuss it with the next question.

* #4—Allow several to discuss.

#5—Skip

Day Two
Get a volunteer to read the passage.

#6—Skip

* #7—Cover and let more than one woman respond.

* #8—Allow several to share their answers.
#9—Cover if you are okay with time.

#10—Try to let several share.

#11—Skip

Day Three
#12—Let at least one woman share.

* #13—Get one woman to share on each passage. Ask for volunteers to read them.

Don’t worry about reading the comments because you are already covering it with the other questions.

#14—Will cover with the next question so skip this one.

* #15—Allow several to share their answers.

#16—Skip 

Day Four
Get a volunteer to read this passage if you have time.

#17—Just mention that Esther prepared by fasting and calling on others to fast. Then go on to the next question.

* #18—Cover these just by asking what they learned without going through all the passages specifically.

#19—If you have time, get several to share.

#20—Get an answer rather than read the passage.

#21—If you have time, cover this question. 

#22—Skip

Day Five
Do not go through the verses.

#23—Get one woman to share her answer.

#24—If you have time, get several to answer on this one.

* #25—Don’t read the passage but cover this question. 

Read the comments before the next question.

#26—Don’t read the verse, but get the answer. 

#27—If you have time, cover this one.

#28—Skip 

End your time by emphasizing the need to look for God’s purposes exactly where He has put us for this time. We can easily miss God’s leading if we act in fear rather than in faith.

Week Eight Study

Goals:

Understanding- God is always at work on behalf of His people.
Application- Become more bold in faith by remembering how God has worked in the past.

Day One
Don’t read the intro or the passage, but read the memory verse and be sure to briefly cover its context (for those who may not have been able to complete the lesson).
#1- Don’t read the verses, but allow several to answer.

#2- Allow several to respond, if they will.

#3- Skip.

#4- Have volunteers (more than one) read the Esther verses and the Hebrew verses and discuss.

#5- Allow several women to respond.

#6- Skip.
Day Two 

Don’t read the whole passage- have someone just read 8:10-12.
#7- Have one woman read the verse and answer.

#8- Have a couple of women answer.

#9- Skip

#10- Allow several women to respond.  Emphasize the amazing reversal here- how it would have been easy to doubt that God was working in the situation (with the original edict), and how God acted so decisively on their behalf to save them.

* #11- Have several women respond- this is important to this week’s goal.

#12- Skip.
Day Three

Don’t read the whole passage- have a volunteer read Esther 9:20-28.

#13- Cover- emphasize ‘why’ Purim was to be celebrated.

#14- Skip.

* #15- Allow several women to answer- this is important to this week’s goal.  Mention how it is easy to lose faith in difficult circumstances when one loses sight of all that God has done for us in the past.

* #16- Allow several women to answer- this is important to this week’s goal.  Discuss/ mention the positive benefits that come from celebrating the Lord’s faithfulness as a family.

#17-18- Skip.
Day Four

Do not read the chapter.

#19- Allow several women to answer.  Emphasize the boldness with which Mordecai acted, and his conviction that God would act on behalf of His people.

* #20- Have a volunteer read the passage and have several women answer- this is important to this week’s goal.  Emphasize how each biblical character’s boldness in faith allowed them to ‘achieve greatness’.

* #21- Have several women answer if they will- this is important to this week’s goal.  You may want to define ‘greatness’ as standing strong for the Lord and being faithful to take steps  

#22- Skip.
Day Five
* #23- Have several women answer- mention her courage/boldness if it is not mentioned by anyone.

#24- Have several women answer if you have time

* #25- Allow several women to answer

* #26- Allow several women to answer

#27- Skip.  

End your time by emphasizing the importance of remembering how God has worked in the past, and how that encourages and strengthens our faith now.
Week Nine Study

Goals: 

Understanding— God is sovereign; we can trust Him based on His character.
Application—Become a more humble and willing servant of God.

Do not cover the intro or the background, but mention that we are now jumping ahead 500 years into the New Testament from last week’s study of Esther.  Read the memory verse.

Day One

Don’t read the passage, but briefly mention that it is the scene where the angel Gabriel appears to Mary.

#1- Skip

#2- Allow a couple of women to answer

* Have a volunteer read the note on the term “servant”.

* #3- Allow a couple of women to answer

* #4- Allow several women to answer- if no one will answer, ask/discuss what it would look like practically to be Christ’s bondservant (as described here). 

#5- Allow several women to answer

#6- Skip

Day Two

Don’t read the passage.

* #7- Cover briefly, emphasizing that Mary believed in what seemed impossible.

Have a volunteer read Luke 1:46-56.

* #8- Allow several women to respond.  Emphasize that Mary was familiar with God’s nature and His promises.

* #9- Cover.

*#10- Allow several women to respond

#11- Skip

Day Three

Have a volunteer read Matthew 1:18-25.

#12- Allow a couple of women to respond.  Note that both Mary and Joseph humbly trusted God’s plan as their reputations were damaged by the situation.

Don’t read Luke 2:1-20, but mention it is the birth story (including the journey to Bethlehem, the birth in the stable, and the arrival of the shepherds).

#13-Skip

#14- Allow several women to respond.

#15-Skip

#16- Allow several women to respond if they will.

#17-Skip

Day Four

Don’t read the passage.

#18-Skip

#19-Skip

Read the note in italics and have several volunteers read Matthew 2:1-23.

Combine #20 & #21- discuss what thoughts and insights they have about Mary and the events from these verses.  Emphasize Mary’s need to trust God in the face of these dramatic events (fleeing from Herod) and how He guided them.

#22- Allow several women to respond.

#23- Skip

Emphasize the peace and security we have when we trust in God’s sovereignty.

Day Five

#24- Only if you have time, read Luke 2:41-52 and discuss

#25- Only if you have time, have a volunteer read John 2:1-12 and discuss

Have a volunteer read one of the three passages listed (in the paragraph above question 27), and have another volunteer read John 19:25-27.

#26-Cover

*#27-Don’t read the passage, but cover

*#28- Allow several women to respond

*#29-Allow several women to respond

#30- Skip

Close your time by emphasizing that Mary began with a familiarity with God’s nature and His promises- this enabled her to trust God and remain humbly submissive to His plan despite the drama and turbulence of Jesus’ life on earth.
Week Ten Study

Goals: 

Understanding—Jesus is the resurrection and the life.
Application—To respond in love and sacrifice to Jesus’ love and sacrifice for us.
Read the first sentence by way of introduction. Go over the memory verse.
Day One
Get a volunteer to read the passage.
#1—Cover

#2—Skip

#3—Skip

* #4—Ask a volunteer to read the verses and them discuss. Have more than one read.

* #5—Cover. This deals with our goals so it is quite important to discuss.

* #6—Allow several women to respond.

#7—Skip

Day Two &  Three
The passage is too long to read through but ask them to open their Bibles to the verses. You may want someone to read John 11:25 and discuss its significance.
* #8—Cover just to get into context.

#9—Cover quickly. One answer should suffice.

#10—Important to understand if you have time.

#11—Cover if you have time.

#12—Skip

* #13—Cover since the lesson is about Mary. Ask if they had any new insights into Mary that they had never had before.

#14—A good  topic but not our goal. Only cover if you are doing well with your time.
