Study Questions
Explain the “for” which begins verse 26.  How are verses 26-39 related to verses 1-26?
In the Old Testament, what is the difference between sinning deliberately and “sins committed in ignorance” (Hebrews 9:7; see Numbers 15:27-31)?  Based on this Old Testament background, what is the deliberate or willful sin referred to in Hebrews 10:26?  What constitutes willful sin and what are the consequences, according to our text?

What is the relationship between the sufficiency and supremacy of Christ’s priestly ministry and the severity of the warning issued here?

What evidences could be put forth that appear to support the conclusion that those being warned are Christians?  That they are not Christians?  What are the problems one must deal with for each of these conclusions?

What is the judgment about which the author warns his readers?

What encouragement does the author offer his readers?  How does the author appeal to his readers past experiences and responses as an encouragement?

How do the author’s O.T. citations in verses 30, 37-38 contribute to his argument?  
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
