3. According to 1 Cor 15:3-4, what is the content of the message 
we are to preach?  How much training does a believer need in 
order to be able to share these basic truths? 

4. Read Romans 1:16, 1 Cor 1:18; Hebrews 4:12 and Isaiah 55:10-
11.  According to these verses, what characteristics make the 
sharing of the Word such an essential component of salvation?  
Sharing the gospel has often been likened to letting a lion out 
of a cage.  What are the similarities?  What are the differences?   

5. Romans 10:18-21 makes it clear that the Jews’ problem wasn’t a 
lack of information, understanding or revelation, but of 
disobedience to God.  Are there any areas in your life where 
you know what God requires, yet you have disobeyed and 
resisted Him?  What are they?  Are you willing to change?    

6. Ask God to give you the privilege this week of unleashing the 
Good News into the life of at least one person this week.  Who 
would that person be?  Pray now for the opportunity and 
boldness to share the life-changing message of Christ.
