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Purpose of the leader helps
Each lesson of Follow that Dream is designed with a particular goal in mind; thus, this Leaders’ Helps will enable you to understand the goal and achieve it week by week. Your group time has a purpose and you need to target that purpose for your discussion. You are free to adapt the goal to your particular group’s needs and situations. I have given you a general goal, but your group may need to focus somewhere else. This guide is not intended to be a law, but it is merely to help those who lead discussions in the study. In order to achieve the goal, you will have to skip some of the questions because they do not relate as well to the goal as others, and you do not have time to discuss every question.

How to use the leader helps
Each week you need to follow this order in your preparation for leading the discussion:

1. Complete your personal homework in your own workbook. You will need to be very thorough because your group may make comments and ask questions that deal with all aspects of the lesson. You cannot be all knowing but should be prepared. Besides, God has to work in you first before you are ready to discuss it with others. This guide is not intended to give you answers to the questions unless it is a difficult topic.

2. Then, read back through the lesson, considering how it all fits together. What is the main focus of that lesson? You might list it day by day since each day may cover a different topic. 

3. What is the goal of your discussion? I will give you goals for each lesson, but you need to revise it in light of the particular women in your small group. Use what you determined as the focus of each day. Which of the five topics is most needed by your group? Or which is most stressed in the lesson?

4. Read through the suggested lesson guide. 

5. Think through which questions are most important to cover for your specific women in light of the goal that you have for your group. Somehow mark the ones that are essential to discuss so that if you begin to run out of time, you can skip to them. We have marked the ones you must cover with a *. You never need to cover all the questions and really don’t have the time anyway. It is better to cover at least one question from each day than to cover every question from the first couple of days. By getting to day five you are encouraging the women to complete the whole lesson.
6. Think about the amount of time you have in your group. You may want to mark a halfway and then two quarter points in the discussion. You might want to count the number of questions that you have marked as important and divide them into quarters. Be aware, though, that some will take more time than others. Sharing questions take more time than observation questions.

7. As you plan, be sure that your group reads some of the verses and the passages. Remember that there will always be someone who comes unprepared and has not read those verses. Also, this teaches women that God has answers. We want to emphasize what He has to say, not just our own experiences. Try to balance sharing questions with those that cover observation of the text, which are easy to answer. Only cover the  Responding to God questions if someone brings them up. 

FYI: Do not even mention the Digging for Diamonds questions. Don’t read them or refer to them. If someone wants to discuss one of them, do so after class. Do not read to the group any question that you want to skip. Just go on to the one you want to cover. This gives you more time on the questions that you need to discuss.
Introductory week

This will be your week to hand out the homework and to meet your women. Take this opportunity to have each woman share something that will help the group get to know one another. Have an ice-breaker question planned in advance. If your entire group is returning from a previous study, plan a deeper time of sharing or just catching up.

Go through the instructions for using the study entitled how to use this study guide on p. 5. Read through it yourself before you cover it with your group. Highlight the things that you want to mention. Please do not just read the page to your group. They may never return, thinking that you will be reading to them each week( You may have them turn to the first lesson as you discuss the various types of questions. That way as you talk about them, you can show them examples. 

Encourage; encourage; encourage. Tell them to come even if they have a bad week and haven’t done any of the lesson. They can learn from the discussion and the lecture. You are a support for one another and no one will be judgmental about those who cannot complete the lesson, but do encourage them to complete it. Point out that it will be easier to finish if they do it day by day rather than try to sit down and do it the night before the group meets. Each day has 4-6 questions. Ask them to realize that 4-6 questions doesn’t seem overwhelming at all, but if they try to do 25-30 questions in one day, they may drop out because it is too much. The design of the course, with 5 days work, is planned to help them get in the habit of reading God’s Word each day and letting Him speak to them. Encourage them to use this as a part of their quiet times. Be sure and explain the optional questions for those who want to dig in more—Digging for Diamonds.
Remember that your primary responsibility is to love rather than knowledge. “If I have the gift of prophecy and know all mysteries and all knowledge; and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but do not have love, I am nothing” (1 Corinthians 13:1).
Weekly lessons

Week One lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: God gives His people great dreams that He desires to accomplish through and in them. 
Feel: Awe in the greatness and faithfulness of God.  

Apply: That we determine to act on the faithfulness of God by trusting Him rather than reacting in fear.   

Get the group in the habit of going over the memory verse together as you begin your lesson each week.
Day One

You may want to read the paragraph just under Day One on p. 6 before going into the questions.

Don’t read Gen. 12:1-7 because the answer to this first question should cover all that we need to cover from those verses. 

1. * Get at least one woman to answer this. 

Ask a volunteer to read Gen. 15:7-21. 

2. * Ask for a volunteer to give you one promise. And then ask are there any others? Try to get one answer only from those who volunteer so that several get to talk. 

Mention that they read Gen. 22 and Hebrews but won’t cover it. 

3. You will only need one answer on this one.

4. *Get at least a couple of women to respond, if they are willing. Remember that our goals include feeling that awe of the greatness and faithfulness of God. So at this point, emphasize those qualities and encourage the women who shared.

5. Skip

Day Two
Just to be sure everyone is following the lesson, highlight parts of the paragraphs just under Day Two to read to the group before moving into the info on Joshua.

You can skip the Ex. 17 verses because all you need to emphasize is in the questions.

6. *Get input from 2-3 women. 

7. *Get at least one answer here and more if you have time. 

8. Go ahead and skip this one.

If you cover the next question, ask what the problem was in the camp below while Moses and Joshua were on the mountain with God. This will put the women back in context for #9.

9. Cover if you have time.

10. Skip

11. Skip

Day Three

Read the paragraph at the start of this day. Don’t read the verses. 

12. * Cover quickly. 

Don’t read the verses because the questions will cover the essentials. 

13.  * This is an important question in reaching your goals because it is how we see that fear is an opposite of faith and that we must choose faith over fear. 

14. Cover if your time is going well. Try to get a couple of honest responses. 

15.  Skip

16.  * Allow 2-3 women to answer this. 

17. Skip

Day Four

Instead of reading the paragraph, just mention that 38 years will pass in the wilderness as the consequences of their unbelief. Then, go straight into the next question.

18. Get someone to share her answer only if your time is going well.

19.  * Cover this one for sure! Be sure they grasp the fact that we can lose the right to be the one to bring God’s dream to pass if we don’t trust Him and obey. God will still fulfill the dream, but someone else will be the one to do it. 

20. Skip and don’t read the verses.

Read only Deut. 31:1-8. There are not specific questions to cover on this but stress to your group the great power and faithfulness of God. His dreams do not depend on Moses but on God. 

21. Skip

22. Skip

23. Skip

24. Skip

Day Five

You may simply want to mention what an overwhelming task Joshua had in following Moses and bringing God’s people into the land. Or you can read the paragraph. 

Ask for a volunteer to read the verses in Joshua 1. 

(Leadership tip: And by the way, never go around in a circle and ask everyone to read a verse. It detracts from the ability of the hearers to follow the story well. Always ask for one volunteer for each section that you read.)

25.  * Be sure and cover these by asking for one promise only from a volunteer. Just ask, “Who will share one promise?” And then, “Did any of the rest of you see another promise?” Just do that until all the promises are mentioned. 

26.  * Cover this as well. You can get this answer from one woman.

27.  If you have time, cover this one. Talk about how we have to repeat things for our kids and God has to do the same thing with us. 

28.  ** Definitely cover this one even if you skip #25 and #26. 

29. Skip

At the end of your lesson time, review the main ideas that you are trying to get across from your goals. Mention that the dream of the land is simply an example of the fact that God does give dreams to His people so that they can work toward the dream that God will bring to pass. Talk about how awesome it is to worship a God who can fulfill His great dreams despite us. If we want to participate in God’s dreams for us, we have to move out in faith and not fear, trusting that He is big enough to bring them to pass no matter what obstacles are in front of us. 

Week Two lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: Just as God saw Rahab’s faith and worked out her physical salvation, He saves us spiritually as He sees the faith we have in Jesus.  
Feel: The overwhelming grace of God as He reaches down and saves us from our own destructive choices.   

Apply: That every woman in our groups would believe in Jesus   

Day One
Read these verses or get a volunteer to do so.

1. * One answer may do it but ask if anyone wants to add to the answer. They may have more insights into Joshua’s words. 

2. Skip because this is not really our goal.

3. Skip

4. Skip

Summarize the paragraphs just after #4 in order to make the next question understandable.

5. See if one or two women would be willing to share their answers. 

6. Skip

Day Two

Don’t read the verses because the question will summarize them.

7. * Ask for a volunteer to answer. You might see if anyone else wants to share her first thoughts in order to bring more women into the conversation on an easy question.

Read the paragraph just before #8.

8. * Instead of going through every verse, just ask, “What did you learn from these verses about God’s perspective on lying?” Allow several to answer.

9. * See if at least one woman will answer. The reason I gave this question is because it makes it clear that God holds those who have His word and know His will more responsible than those who don’t. God saw Rahab’s heart of faith and responded. .He graciously overlooked the sin, as He does so often for us! 

10.  You can cover this only if you are great on time. It’s not really the emphasis of the lesson.

11.  Skip

Day Three

Read the passage if you have time. 

12.  * Get at least one woman to share an answer. Someone may focus on the fear and another on her faith. That’s fine. We’ll get to the faith in #14 if they don’t get it here. 

13.  Skip

14.  ** This question should help your group focus on the fact that Rahab was not simply afraid of Yahweh, which the entire city was, but she realized He is God of heaven and earth.

15.  Read both verses, which emphasize Rahab’s faith. There is not need to add to them but go on to the paragraph below. 

Read the paragraph below #15.

16.  ** Be sure and read the question itself. Then, ask for the insights in general. You don’t need to go through each verse. However, be very sensitive. I you have women whose salvation you are unsure of, go through each verse, remembering that God uses His word as a seed in their hearts. 

17.  ** I would use this question for the sharing time with the group, along with another question as an option. You as the leader should be prepared to share your journey of faith in case no one else does or in case you need to lead off. If you don’t use it, remember to remind the women to make their story short! If your time is short, share yours and go on. 

18. Skip

Day Four

These verses do not need to be read together but be sure and get the summary in #19.

19. * Cover quickly in case some of the women didn’t do the lesson. 

20. Skip

21.  See if 2-3 women will share their feelings if you have time.

22.  If you have time, let some of the women share their answers. 

23.  Skip

Day Five

Read the paragraph so everyone understands this is the future.

24.  Cover this, which shows how gracious God is. 

25.  * This is an important question to cover. You may want to read the verses if you feel some of the women in your group deal with putting their pasts behind them. 

26.  * Cover this question so that the women realize the kinds of dreams that God may be giving them. 

27. Skip

Don’t read the verses because the essentials are covered in the next question. 

28.  Cover if you have time.

29.  See if more than one will volunteer. 

End your time of discussion by stressing the things in your goals. Stress how we are saved spiritually by faith, just as Rahab was saved physically. Just as Rahab must have been overwhelmingly grateful to get out of Jericho, we should be overwhelmingly grateful to God for His grace and mercy. Mention that if anyone is still on the journey seeking God but not yet to the place of faith, that’s okay. Let them know that you are available to talk about it if they need you. Be in great prayer as you prepare and lead this lesson, knowing this is the gospel lesson and there may be someone in your group who has never come to faith. She may be fearful of God and believe He is there, but she hasn’t really turned to Him to save her. 

Week Three lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: God does mighty deeds on our behalf, beyond what we can ask or think!  But He calls us to purify our lives so that we can receive those blessings in their fullness. 
Feel: The greatness, power and faithfulness of God in leading His people into this land.   

Apply: That each woman would find a tangible way to remember something that God has brought to pass in her life. 
Rather than reading the intro, you may want to just talk about remembering important times in our lives. 

Day One
Read these verses.

1. Skip

2. One woman can answer this.

3. Skip because the next question will cover it.

4. * Allow 2-3 women give input on this question.

5. * Take some time for 2-3 women to share. 

6. See if anyone will show the group her picture. Encourage them to do these even if they are stick figures! Be sure you as the leader draw one! 

Day Two

Ask for a volunteer to read this one verse. 

7. Skip

8. * Let one or two women give their answers.

9. * Get several women to give input on this one. It’s part of what you want them to understand this week.

10.  Skip

Day Three

Don’t read all of these verses. Most of what happened will come out in your answer.

11.  * Get at least one women to share her answer.

12.  Get input on this question only if you have time.

13. Skip

14. If your time is going well, get at least one response on this one. If your time is really good, you may want to read the psalm which extols God’s greatness so well.

15. * Allow several women to share their thoughts. 

16. Skip

Day Four

Don’t read this long section. 

17. ** Cover this one. 

18. If your time is going well, you can ask a general question here: “What did you learn from these verses about other markers?”

19.  * See if 2-3 women can share, if time allows.

20.  ** Get input from several women as to the ideas they have thought of. It may help others who haven’t thought of ways to do this. 

21. Skip

Day Five

Don’t read verses here. 

22.  Skip

23.  Skip

24.  * This question essentially covers the others, at least the emphases so be sure and allow 2-3 women to comment. 

25.  * Hopefully, you will have time for 2-3 women to share. If not, try to save time for at least one.

26.  Skip

Allow time at the end to stress the goals again. Don’t just read these to the group but say them in your own words because you believe them yourself! 

Week Four lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: God doesn’t come to our side when sides are taken, but we are to come to His side.  
Feel: The relief of the burden of our sins, which have been rolled away.    

Apply: That each woman will recognize the freedom from shame and sin that Jesus brings and that she will realize that she must pray in God’s will rather than asking God to do her will. 

You may want to read the introduction or at least the last paragraph, or tell it in your own way.

Day One
Read these verses. 

1. Cover quickly. 

2. Make sure they see that it was the naming of the hill that was the marker. 

3. * Have at least one volunteer cover this. 

4. Skip

5. Skip

6. * Allow several women to share their answers.

7. Skip

Day Two

Don’t read these verses since the questions will cover what happened.

8. One answer will probably suffice here.

9. Allow 2-3 to discuss

You may want to read the paragraph just after #9.

10.  * Just ask what they learned about obedience in the small things from Jesus’ words. 

11. Skip

12.  Discuss this sharing question

Day Three

Read this verse.

13. * Get one volunteer to answer this quick question.

Don’t read all the information between questions #13 & #14 you should just mention the main ideas that they need to grasp. 

14. *Cover for sure

15.  See if anyone will share on this question. If you have this kind of story, you may want to share it, knowing that the women may still feel some shame and be reluctant to share. It’s okay if no one shares. 

16.  * Read all of these verses. You may use 3 different women to read this since they are different verses. Then ask them what dream Jesus fulfills for us. 

17.  * Allow 3-4 women to share on this question.

18.  If you have time, see if they will share their pictures. You be sure and share yours!

Day Four

Read these verses.

19. Instead of covering this question, just mention that they celebrated Passover once someone reads the verses that say that.

20.  If you have time, ask a general question about the significance of Passover rather than go through each verse.

21.  Skip

22.  Cover if you have time

23.  Skip

24. Skip

Day Five

Skip the verses because you will cover them with the next question.

25. Let one woman share the story and maybe other share the headlines.

You probably need to review the comments from Dr. Boice. Just highlight the parts that you want to read.

26. * Allow several women to respond. 

27.  * Read the passage if you have time and allow comments. 

Do the same thing with the comments at the bottom of the page under #27. Just highlight the parts that you want to stress. 

28.  * Allow answers to either 28 or 29. Cover at the same time. Just ask, “would any of you share what you wrote on either 28 or 29?”

29.  You may need to share the way that you specifically changed your request to focus on God’s kingdom to help them see what we are trying to do. You may need to help someone reword a prayer. 

30. Skip

End your time by summarizing the major goals in your own words. 

Week Five lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: It is God who fulfills the dreams that He gives us; we are simply the vessels that He uses.   
Feel: The difficulty of listening to God’s way of doing things when we want to do it our way.
Apply: That each woman will identify some spiritual dreams that God desires for her and begin to move toward those dreams. 

You may want to read just the last few sentences of the intro, maybe starting with “God wants us to realize that He is in control.”

Day One
Read both of these passages together. Before you do, you may want to read the comment from Dr. Davis at the bottom of the page about the conversation. 

1. * Get a couple of thoughts on this. 

2. Go over your memory verse at this point instead of earlier.

3. Skip

4. * Allow 2-3 women to share their answers. See if anyone wrote a note.

5. Skip

Day Two

Don’t read the passage but mention that it covers the order of their march. 

6. See if anyone drew a picture and is willing to share it. If not, you can go on to the next question. You don’t need to go over the order. But pictures are fun!

7. * Cover because it will help them reach your “feel” goal. 

Don’t read because the essential will be mentioned in the next question.

8. * Cover quickly. 

9. * Allow several women to comment. 

10. Skip

Day Three

If you have time, read the verses. They catch the excitement of the victory that God gave His people, fulfilling His promises.

11.  * This will be important later so be sure and cover it.

12.   * Probably one woman can answer this. You may want to read the Deut. verse as well as the verse in Josh. 2.

13. Skip

14. * See if several women will share if you have time. 

15. Skip

Day Four

Don’t read the verses. 

16. * Get someone to share her answer.

It would be good to get a volunteer to read Dr. Woudstra’s comments. 

17. * You may want to go through these one by one. You can get one woman to read a verse and comment or if your time is short, just get them to comment on the verses in general as to what they learned and how it applies to this passage. Or you can ask, “Why did God insist that the army kill all the people of the land?” without going through the individual verses. Be sure they see that they were not only guilty and deserved death, but they were a threat spiritually to God’s people. 

18.  * Just get the ways without going through the verses unless you have time. If you have time, it’s always good to read the verses. 

19.  * See if 2-3 women will volunteer or just one if your time is short.

20. Skip

Day Five

Don’t read the verses.

21.  Skip

Don’t read the paragraph under #21

22. * One woman can answer this one. 

23.  * * Be sure and save time for several women to share on this one. 

24.  Skip

25.  skip

At the end of your discussion, be sure and highlight the things that you want to emphasize with the women. 

Week Six lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: Our sins can bring a halt to God’s planned dreams in our lives and can affect not only the individual but the community.    
Feel: We are citizens of heaven and we should feel the loyalty that entails and the call to be on God’s side in any battle. 
Apply: That each woman will cleanse her heart and life of any sins that may be holding back the dreams that God wants to fulfill in and through her. 

You may want to read the second paragraph of the intro.

Day One
You will cover the verses with the first question.

1. * Ask for a volunteer to summarize and then see who will share their headlines. Be sure you have one!

You probably need to highlight the things in the next 2 paragraphs. You can summarize them in your own words or highlight the parts that you want to read.

2. * Without reading the entire passage, get some thoughts on this question. You may want to have them open their bibles to the passage so they have it in front of them in case there are questions.

3. * These are important principles for the women to understand. 

Read the short quote from Dr. Boice. I think it helps us understand why we are responsible for one another. 

4. Skip

5. * Get several to comment if you have time. If not, get at least one volunteer.

6. Get some responses if you have time. 

Day Two

Don’t read all the verses but be sure everyone has her Bible open.

7. You can cover this question with the next one. 

8. * Get the insights of several women if they volunteer.

9. * If you have time, get more than one answer.

10.  * See if anyone will share on this one. See if they can be very specific about what they will do this week.

11. Skip

Day Three

Don’t read the verses but be sure they have their Bibles open

12.  Skip because the next question basically covers it without going through the whole thing. 

13.  * Allow several women to share their answers.

You may want to read the info about Achor. 

14.  One woman should be able to cover this one. 

15.  Make sure everyone was clear on this or you need to cover the principle. Basically, be sure they understand that his family was somehow involved in the sin, maybe in its cover-up.

Read the paragraph or parts of it. Be sure they understand that both the stones and the name of the valley reminded the people of Achan’s sin.

16.  * Encourage several volunteers to answer.

17.  See if anyone will share her pile of stones.

Day Four

Don’t read this passage.

18. Instead of asking the question, just say that God gave them instructions to fight.

Instead of reading the paragraph, just summarize the principle in your own words.

19. * Cover these individually. If you have time, ask for a different volunteer for each verse and have that one share her insights. If not, just ask a general question about the verses and what they learned. 

Read the paragraph just before #20.

20.  Go over this question only if you have time. 

21. * See if several women will share their answers. If you don’t have a lot of time, maybe just one answer will do. 

22.  Skip

Day Five

Don’t read because the question will cover it.

23.  * One women can answer this. 

24. Skip

25.  See if more than one will volunteer on this if you have time.

Be sure they understand that they are not under the curses. Either read this paragraph or mention that. 

26.  * If you have time, get several of these stories.

27.  Skip

Review the goals you have with the group by emphasizing the things they are to understand, feel, and do 

Week Seven lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: God’s dreams are on His timetable, not ours. He has plans for the intervening time—to force our faith and our perseverance to grow.    
Feel: The excitement of Caleb and the armies who were finally free to possess their land.  
Apply: That each woman will persevere until God brings her dream to pass because she knows that God is faithful. 

Read at least parts of the second paragraph of the intro or put it into your own words.

Day One
1. * Be sure someone shares these so that they can follow the story of the Gibeonites.

Obviously, the passage is too long to read so just have Bibles open.

2. * This will cover the basic story in case someone didn’t do the homework.

3. Just cover this in general. Ask why they didn’t break the treaty. One woman should be able to answer this.

4. * Be sure you get a volunteer on this one. 

You may want to cover the paragraph after #4.

5. * This could be a helpful question as the women listen to one another so allow 2-3 to answer.

6. Skip

Day Two

Don’t read the verses.

7. * One woman should be able to answer this quickly.

8. * Again, one short answer should work.

9. Skip

10.  Skip because it’s not really part of our goals.

11.  Skip

Day Three

Don’t read the verses but just say that this continues the story of the battle with the coalition that attacked Gibeon.

12.  * This will summarize the passage.

13.  These are covered with the next question so skip this one.

14.  * Get several women to respond to this question. 

15. Skip

Day Four

Go over a summary of Joshua’s campaigns. You can read highlighted sections of these paragraphs or summarize it yourself. 

Be sure and go over the idea of the land being conquered and not being conquered. I think the emphasis is that Joshua defeated all the powerful kings and coalitions. There were none left. The land was in the hands of the people of Israel but they had to do the mopping up on their own.

Don’t read the verses before #16.

16.  Skip

Out of this next set of verses, you may need to read at least Joshua 14:9, 12 or read it all if you have time. This section is a great reminder of the faithfulness of God.

17.  * Cover if you don’t read the verses. Talk about how long Caleb had waited for his dream to come true. That will cover the paragraph below #17 without reading it.

18.  * Go over this. It is God’s faithfulness that we trust when we are waiting long periods of time for the dream. Emphasize it here. 

If you have time, read the paragraph after #18.

19.  * * Get several women to share their answers. 

20.  * * Ask several women to share the verse that they put a star beside. Don’t go through all the verses if you are short on time.

21.  Skip

Day Five

Don’t read the verses because the next question covers what they say.

22.  * Get at least one answer here. 

Skip the paragraph after #22 as well as the verses.

23.  Skip

Do read these verses, which are a great reminder of God’s faithfulness.

24.  * * Cover this as part of your “feel” goal.

25.  * See if anyone will share on this. Get several answers if you have time.

Finish by reviewing the goals. 

Week Eight lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: God is faithful to the end with His people, and Joshua’s life exemplifies one who was God’s faithful servant to the end.
Feel: How it will feel to stand before God and have Him call us good and faithful servants.  
Apply: That each woman will serve God well for their entire lives. 

You may want to read that first short sentence in the intro.

Day One
Don’t read the passage. You want to quickly cover this day.

1. One woman should be able to cover this observation question.

Read 22:11-12. The rest of the passage will be covered with the questions.

2. * Let someone answer this one quickly.

3. * Again, just a quick answer.

4. Skip since you have talked about markers before.

5. Skip since there are several review questions on Day Five.

6. Skip

Day Two

Don’t read this entire passage. But you may want to choose a few verses to get a volunteer to read because it is so encouraging!

7. * Cover quickly. 

8. * * Allow 2-3 women to have input on this one. 

9. * * Try to let several women share on this one as well.

10.  * * Cover this one. These characteristics are those we depend upon to help us trust God for the long haul. 

11. Skip

Day Three

Don’t read all of this, but you may want to get a volunteer to read vv. 14-18.

12. Skip because the next question basically covers what we need to cover.

13. * Get 2-3 women to share if your time is going well. If not, just one answer should be enough.

14.  Skip

15.  Cover only if you have time. 

16. Skip

Day Four

Ask a volunteer to read this short passage.

At the end of the prayer time, you as the leader may want to say a prayer that God would take each of you and give you the grace to serve Him all the days of your life so that you will hear Him say, “Well done, good and faithful servant.”
