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Purpose of the leader helps
Each lesson of Seeing Clearly through the Darkness is designed with particular goals in mind; thus, this Leaders’ Helps will enable you to understand the goals and achieve them week by week. Your group time has a purpose and you need to target that purpose for your discussion. You are free to adapt the goals to your particular group’s needs and situations. I have given you general goals, but your group may need to focus somewhere else. This guide is not intended to be a law, but it is merely to help those who lead discussions in the study. In order to achieve the goals, you will have to skip some of the questions because they do not relate as well to the goals as others, and you do not have time to discuss every question.
How to use the leader helps
Each week you need to follow this order in your preparation for leading the discussion:

· Complete your personal homework in your own workbook. You will want to be very thorough because your group may make comments and ask questions that deal with all aspects of the lesson. You cannot be all knowing but should be prepared. Besides, God has to work in you first before you are ready to discuss it with others. This guide is not intended to give you answers to the questions unless it is a difficult topic.

· Then, read back through the lesson, considering how it all fits together. What is the main focus of that lesson? You might list it day by day since each day may cover a different topic. 

· What is the goal of your discussion? I will give you goals for each lesson, but you need to revise them in light of the particular women in your small group. Use what you determined as the focus of each day. Which of the five topics is most needed by your group? Or which is most stressed in the lesson?

· Read through the suggested lesson guide. 

· Think through which questions are most important to cover for your specific women in light of the goals that you have for your group. Somehow mark the ones that are essential to discuss so that if you begin to run out of time, you can skip to them. We have marked the ones you must cover to achieve the stated goals with a *. You never need to cover all the questions and really don’t have the time anyway. It is better to cover at least one question from each day than to cover every question from the first couple of days. By getting to day five you are encouraging the women to complete the whole lesson. It will be easier to go through the discussion if you mark the questions in your own workbook so that you remember what to cover. 

Also, consider these questions as you prepare:
· Where do you want to spend your time? You may want to mark a halfway and then three quarter points in the discussion. You might want to count the number of questions that you have marked as important and divide them into quarters. Be aware, though, that some will take more time than others. Sharing questions take more time than observation questions.

· What verses do you want someone to read? Remember that there will always be someone who comes unprepared and has not read those verses. Also, this teaches women that God has answers. We want to emphasize what he has to say, not just our own experiences. Try to balance sharing questions with those that cover observation of the text, which are easy to answer. Only cover the Responding to God questions if someone brings them up. 

FYI: Do not even mention the More Light questions. Don’t read them or refer to them. If someone wants to discuss one of them, do so after class. Do not read to the group any question that you want to skip. Just go on to the one you want to cover. This gives you more time on the questions that you need to discuss.

Introductory week

I have put a short checklist of these things as well as some administrative items below. However, read this section because it gives more detail to that list.

This will be your week to hand out the homework and to meet your women. Take this opportunity to have each woman share something that will help the group get to know one another. Have an ice-breaker question planned in advance. If your entire group is returning from a previous study, plan a deeper time of sharing or just catching up, perhaps sharing answers to prayer.
Go through the instructions for using the study entitled “How to Use this Study Guide”. Read through it yourself before you cover it with your group. Highlight the things that you want to mention. Please do not just read the page to your group. They may never return, thinking that you will be reading to them each week( You may have them turn to the first lesson as you discuss the various types of questions. That way as you talk about them, you can show them examples. 

Encourage; encourage; encourage. Tell them to come even if they have a bad week and haven’t done any of the lesson. They can learn from the discussion and the lecture. You are a support for one another and no one will be judgmental about those who cannot complete the lesson, but do encourage them to complete it. Point out that it will be easier to finish if they do it day by day rather than try to sit down and do it the night before the group meets. Each day has 4-6 questions. Ask them to realize that 4-6 questions doesn’t seem overwhelming at all, but if they try to do 25-30 questions in one day, they may drop out because it is too much. The design of the course, with 5 days work, is planned to help them get in the habit of reading God’s word each day and letting him speak to them. Encourage them to use this as a part of their quiet times. Be sure and explain the optional questions for those who want to dig in more—More Light.

Remember that your primary responsibility is to love rather than knowledge: “If I have the gift of prophecy and know all mysteries and all knowledge; and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but do not have love, I am nothing” (1 Corinthians 13:1).

Checklist of what to cover the first meeting
· Introductions and ice-breaker

· Pass around: 
· Group roster for them to correct addresses, e-mails, etc.
· A.M. only: snack signups —remind them to bring food before 9:15 a.m. There is a drop off in the parking lot between 9:00-9:10. Have them sign up only once and then bring once for share day. Suggest they write their date on the first page of that lesson & calendar.

· P.M.: Wednesday night dinner from 5:15. You can pick up a to-go box to bring to the room but must do so by 6:30. Be sure they clean up afterwards!

· Intro to the Bible study itself. Have them look at How to Use this Study Guide and show them the pages, optional questions, etc. 

· Talk about how you won’t call on them but you do expect them to do the work. Their personal study insights are essential to your group growth.

· Discuss the weekly schedule at the bottom of that page. Talk about being on time, and getting out on time—you would love to visit with them during the fellowship time before the discussion begins. 

· Talk about being on time to large group so as not to distract those who are trying to worship. That means finishing on time!
· Talk about Share days
· Turn to the back of your study book and go over what you highlight in advance:
· Bible Study Discussion guidelines 
· Prayer time guidelines
· PRAY
· Memory cards at back
· Get recruits for these jobs if you don’t already have one: 

· A mission coordinator & mention your missionary
· A prayer coordinator to e-mail the weekly requests. Make sure the women realize that if they turn it in, it goes out on e-mail. 

· Discuss how comfortable they are praying and how you will do the prayer time
Weekly lessons

Week One lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: that Abraham responded in faith to God’s call to leave his country and family and follow God into a new land
Feel: How difficult this must have been to obey and leave behind all that was familiar and comfortable
Apply: Each woman will desire to grow in her faith and follow God where he leads her
Be sure and begin on time from the outset. They will come more on time if you set that standard so they know when you will start. If they find you simply waiting for everyone to get there, you are suggesting that you do not value the time of those who do come on time. And you are actually encouraging those who plan to be late (because many do plan that even if they give you excuses) to get later. You will have more time to discuss the sharing questions and not feel rushed if you follow this principle. BEGIN ON TIME IF THERE ARE ONLY 2 OF YOU!

Get the group in the habit of going over the memory verse together as you begin your lesson each week. Some of them will memorize it in a different translation because it is more familiar. So either read it together or ask for someone who actually memorized it in any version to say it for you. 

Remind them, for the sake of those who are new, that we expect those who have studied to answer the questions about the verses and participate in the discussion. However, there may be times when someone who hasn’t done the work can talk about a sharing question. Mention that there isn’t enough time to go over every question and let every person answer. Instead, you will choose the most important ones for the discussion so that you can let more women respond to those. 

Before you go into Day One, you may want to talk about the difficulty of moving to a strange place without family & friends. Talk about this lesson being a background to the book of Judges. 

BIG REMINDER: Do not give your own answer to every question. You are there as the encourager to them, not as the teacher. If you tend to answer a lot, highlight only 2 questions and do not let yourself go beyond that( 

Also, do not read the comments throughout the lesson unless it is needed for understanding and flow of the lesson. I will give you my thoughts about what to cover.
Day One Study

In your discussion, you will sometimes ask for a volunteer to read the passage and sometimes you won’t. Do not get a volunteer to read verses where the questions cover the clear answer which is merely observation. That is redundant for your group!!!

This is true here in Acts 7:2-3 or Gen. 11:27-12:8. There is no need to read it because the first two questions cover it.

1: Skip this question because the next one covers its answer.

*2: Cover. Be sure you ask if there are any additional insights once you get one answer. 

*3: Ask if someone will just give one promise and continue asking until you get all of them. Again, do not read the verses because the answer covers what is said. 

*4: The answer covers it so don’t read the passage but do cover this question. 

*5: This question can help set the stage for a new group to get to know one another. I would let a number of women share. You may even suggest that they share with a quick sentence or two in order to allow as many of them to answer as possible.

6: Skip

Day Two Study
7: If you cover this, do so quickly.

*8-9: Go ahead and ask a volunteer to read Gen. 15:1-6 because of its importance. Cover these two questions together by asking which of God’s promises did Abraham have a hard time believing and why. 

10: If you are still good with your time, let 1-2 women share on this one. 

11: Again, only cover if you are ahead of your time schedule. You have 3 more days of questions ahead. 

12: Skip
Day Three Study
You will need to discuss the meaning of righteousness. 

*13: Ask for 2-3 women to read the verse in her version. 

14: Skip

You probably should read parts of the paragraph before #15.

**15: Be sure and go over this one.

Again, either say this in your own words or highlight parts of this paragraph that you want to mention. 

16: Skip

Summarize this idea. 

17: Skip

Day Four Study

18. Skip

Ask a volunteer to read the paragraph below #18. 

*19. Cover quickly. 

*20. If they didn’t give this answer in the previous question, you will need to cover it. 

You may want to read this short paragraph. 

21. If you have time, go over this one and even read the verses.

22. Skip

23. Skip

Day Five Study

Go over the memory verse, explaining that God Almighty is another way to say that God is sovereign or that he rules over all. He has all power. 

Read Heb. 11:11-12.

24. Get one woman’s thoughts on this one.

25. Skip

*26. Do not read the verses but get someone to answer. 

*27. Allow several women to share on this if you have time. 

28. Skip

Always emphasize the goals at the end of your lesson. You have somewhat of a summary in the paragraph after #28 if you want to read that. Or simply review what you hope they understand, remember, and will apply.

Week Two lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: that God’s character is faithful. He always does as he says he will do. 
Feel: How much security we have because we can totally trust God to fulfill his word. 
Apply: Each woman will trust God and obey him in a present situation. 

You may want to begin the study by commenting on the difference between God’s faithfulness and what we see around us in our world. 

Day One Study
1: Cover quickly.

Highlight the story of Joseph—very quickly! 

*2: Don’t read the verses but go over this answer since it covers the verses.

*3: Be sure and cover this quickly. 

The passage is too long to read.

4: Skip because it isn’t involved in reaching our goals for this lesson.  

5: Skip

6: Skip

Day Two Study

7: Read the verses and don’t even ask the question. 

Mention the plagues. 

*8: Don’t read the passage but ask the question. 

*9: Cover

10: Skip

*11: Allow several women to give answers here. 

12:  Skip

Day Three Study

Somehow summarize what is said at the beginning of Day 3. You can read it or parts of it or talk about it in your own words. 

*13: Cover by asking the 2 questions separately. First ask about the report of the 10 and then ask about Caleb and Joshua.

*14: This is important to cover. 

*15: One woman can answer this. 

**16: Allow several to answer. This is a great question to help them apply the lesson. 

17: Skip

Day Four Study

Summarize the story of what happened or read parts of the paragraphs.

*18: Cover for sure!

*19: Cover quickly. 

*20: Allow a number of women to answer. 

21: Only discuss if there is time.

22: If time permits, you can ask this question. 

23: Skip

Day Five Study

Read the sentence below the day five. 

24: skip because the next question covers this. 

**25: Allow as many women to share as you have time to allow.

26. See if anyone will show her picture. Encourage them(
27: Skip

Review over the main ideas that you want to stress: God is faithful to his word. You saw him be faithful to his words to Abraham as his children became slaves and then were given their ancestor’s land. We can trust God in the same way that Abraham did because he is as faithful now as he was then. Whatever that present situation is, we can believe that God will act and we can obey whatever he asks of us. 

Week Three lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: that God allows us to choose to obey and become a witness to the world, as we align our lives with his best for us. We can choose disobedience which may bring difficult consequences into our lives so that we realign ourselves with God. 
Feel: that God loves us enough to use difficulties to draw us back to himself.

Apply: that each woman would commit in her heart to choose to obey God, recognizing that disobedience is not a healthy choice.

You may want to begin the discussion by talking about consequences and how they can wake us up to changes we need to make in our lives

Give a bit of the background so they know where we are in the story or read some of the information here. 

Day One Study
Mention the double introduction. Read this first one. 

*1: Cover quickly

Read the definition of harem. You may need to discuss this a few minutes. I would emphasize the protection that God was attempting to give his people through this command. The results of their disobedience prove how deadly to their faith the influence of the Canaanites was.

*2: Cover quickly.

*3: Another one to cover quickly! 

*4: Again, cover quickly. 

Read the paragraph below #4 and the quote on the top of the next page. 

*5: Spend a few minutes discussing this one. 

6: Skip

Day Two Study

The second introduction is too long to read. 

*7: Cover. You may need more than one woman to give input here. 

The passage is too long to read. 

*8: Get 2-3 women to read their sentences.

Mention the name YAHWEH without reading the paragraph.

*9: Cover quickly. 

10: Skip

11: Skip

12: Only discuss if you have time. 

Day Three Study

13: Skip because you will cover it in the next question.

*14: Ask them this question: How did the commitments they had made previously compare with what they actually did after Joshua died?

Spend time going over the cycle here. We’ll see this over and over throughout the book so we want to be sure they understand it. 

15: You should cover this as you go over the cycle rather than separately. 

*16: Allow 2-3 women to share their answers if you have time.

*17: Read the verses and ask the question. 

18: Skip

Day Four Study

*19: Cover quickly. 

*20-21: Allow several women to talk about this and add in 1 Peter as you discuss.

Don’t read the entire passage.

22: Only cover if you are doing well with your time.

23: Cover quickly.

24: Skip

Day Five Study

Read the paragraph before #25.

*25: Don’t read the verses because the question will cover what they say. Try to get a couple of women to share their version of it. 

*26: Allow several to give their answers if you have time.

27: Skip

28: Skip

Be sure and review by mentioning that God wants us to align our lives with his will. When we do that, we are able to witness of him to those around us. When we choose to disobey, we can bring difficult circumstances into our lives. God wants to use those to draw us back into alignment with his will for us, which is always best. 

Week Four lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: that God is just and expects us to act in justice
Feel: the sorrow that injustice causes in our world.

Apply: that each woman would commit to stand against injustice when she is presented with it

Talk about the contrast between God’s justice and that of our world. 

Background: mention the 3 sections and that we are beginning the second section, which is the largest part of the book. 
Day One Study
Ask a volunteer to read the verses.

1: Skip because you just read this in the verses. 

2: Skip—ditto.

3: Skip because the next question will cover it.

*4: Allow several women to comment here. 

5: Skip

Day Two Study

*6: Talk about how they filled in the cycle.

*7: Cover quickly.

8: Skip

*9: Get more than one headline if you can and at least one summary.

10: Cover only if you have time. 

11: Skip

Day Three Study

Mention that the Israelites were oppressed because God was attempting to draw them back to himself because of their unfaithfulness to him. Sometimes innocent people are oppressed. Talk about the fact that we can’t know when God is bringing consequences or when he isn’t because we can’t see into his plans and purposes. But we should ask him about our own lives when we face difficulties and oppression. 

12: Optional to cover if you have time. 

*13: Allow at least one woman to share so that you talk about the feelings of those who are oppressed.

14: Skip

15-16: Allow them to pick one or the other to share on if you have time. 

17: Skip

Day Four Study

Read James 2:1-9 only if you have time. 

*18: Cover. 

19: Skip unless you have lots and lots of time. You may open a can of worms!

20: Skip

21: Skip

Day Five Study

Skip the verse.

*22: Cover quickly.

23: Cover if you have time.

24: Spend a few minutes discussing this one if you have time.

*25: Cover quickly. 

*26: Be sure and save time for this one.

27: Skip

Briefly review your main goals for the lesson—God is just and we are to act in justice because we are to be like God. Injustice is a cause of much sorrow and hurt between people in our world today. If we are faced with injustice, we need to do our part to help fix the problem.

Week Five lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: that God gives us opportunities that we must seize in faith because he is the one at work to complete the assignment that he gives us. He is sovereign over events and accomplishes his purposes. 
Feel: the disappointment of knowing that we allowed fear to keep us from being part of God’s work

Apply: that each woman will act in faith rather than in fear in a particular area of her life, believing that God is in control and trusting him. 

Day One Study
Highlight anything in this introduction that you want to cover.

Read Judges 4:1-23 all at once.

*1: Cover this quickly as a review of this cycle we are seeing over and over.

2: Skip since you read the verses.

*3: See if you can get one woman to share only one thing about Deborah, allowing a number of women to share one part of this easy answer.

*4: This is an important point so be sure and discuss it.

*5: See if 2-3 women will share their thoughts on this one.

6: Skip

Day Two Study

Don’t read the passages; you already read Jud. 4:6-10.

7: If you have time, let 1-2 women share here.

You have already read this passage.

8: Optional if you have time. 

*9: Cover quickly.

*10: Allow several women to share answers. 

11: Skip

Day Three Study

Don’t read the passage. 

*12: This will cover the essentials of the story. One woman should be able to give the answers. 

13: Skip

Don’t read this passage because of its length.

14: Cover only if you have time.

*15: Cover quickly.

*16: Allow several women to share on this.

17: Skip

Day Four Study 
18: Skip

*19: Cover

20: Again, only discuss if time permits.

*21: Allow several women to talk. 

22: Skip

Day Five Study

Summarize the paragraph or highlight the parts you want to read so that the group grasps why they are reading the verses on God’s sovereign control. 

23: Skip, because you will cover this in the next question. 

*24: Allow time for a good discussion of this question. 

*25: Hopefully, you will have time to let more than one woman share her answer on this question.

26: Skip

Review the main points with which you want them to leave the room! Look back at your goals and the things your group needs to take with them. 
Week Six lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: Truths about God’s will: first, it is not found by looking for signs, and second, it sometimes does not make sense to the world or to us! 

Feel: the hurt that God feels when we place idols in our hearts or when we act in fear rather than faith.

Apply: that each woman will turn away from the idols in her heart and trust that God goes before her in every situation to which he calls her. 

Talk about fear and perhaps its effect on you. Highlight some of the points in the paragraphs in the introduction. 
Day One Study
Clearly, the passage is too long to read. The questions will cover the main points. Have them open their Bibles to these verses so they can look at the passage as you discuss it. 

*1: Cover quickly.

*2: You may need to get more than one answer here to thoroughly think about it.

*3: You’ll only need one person to answer here.

*4: Get several women to share how they rated Gideon.

5: Skip this one. You’ll share more on fear later in the lesson.

6: Skip

Day Two Study

Don’t read because you’ll cover this in the question. 

*7: Try to get more than one headline and one summary.

*8: Cover quickly as it’s straight observation. 

*9: You may want a volunteer to read the verses. Get one woman to answer the question.

Highlight what you want to read in the paragraph.

*10: Get a couple of women to give input on this answer.

*11: Allow several answers.

12: Skip

Day Three Study
Read the verses.

13: Get a quick answer.

14: If you have time, get answers here.

Don’t read the passage.

*15: Let someone read her summary.

Don’t read this passage either. 

*16: One quick answer should suffice here. 

Read parts of the paragraph or summarize the main idea..

17: Allow 2-3 women to share if you have time. 

18: Skip

Day Four Study
Don’t read the passage.
*19-20: Let several women share one thing they see which is foolish or wise. Let them pick.

If you want to read the paragraph after #20, you can.

*21: Be sure and cover this one.

Read James 4:4-10.

*22: Allow for several to give input on this.

*23: Let 2-3 women share if they will.

24: Skip

Day Five Study

The passage is long but at least have it open.

*25: Cover quickly.

26: Get an answer if you have time.

27: Again, cover if there is time.

28: Only cover if time permits.

Ask for a volunteer to read the quote. 

*29: Cover this one quickly.  

30: Cover if you have time. 

31: Skip

Review your main ideas from this lesson before your group leaves. 

Week Seven lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand:  that God calls us to follow through with what we say, but that he wants us to act in accordance with his will before saying anything!   

Feel: the heartache caused by rash words 

Apply: that each woman will consider God’s will and base what she agrees to do on that so that she no longer speaks rashly

Perhaps you can share of a time when you made a rash promise or someone didn’t follow through with something she/he said to you.
Day One Study
Go ahead and get a volunteer to read from Judges 10:1-18.

*1: Get a quick answer to this observation question. 

*2: Again, a quick answer.

*3: Allow several women to share if they have seen different things.

4: Skip

*5: This will cover the previous question also. 

6: Skip

Day Two Study

Don’t read these verses.

*7: Get several headlines and one summary.

*8: It’s always good to see something positive!

9. Skip but say something like this: “We see that Jephthah believed that God was in control of the nations. Then, go on to #11.

10: Skip because you’ll cover this in the next question. 

*11: Allow several women to share.

12: Skip

Day Three Study

Don’t read but keep Bibles open.
*13: Cover quickly. 

*14: You will need to discuss this one. Your group will probably disagree on what he actually did. One commentator said that of course, he wouldn’t kill his daughter because he wouldn’t go against God’s word. I would say that there was such darkness at this time, to think that he knew God’s word would be a stretch. Remember they didn’t have their own copies of the Bible sitting around! This is a great warning to us to be sure we have studied God’s word and his will and character. So be sure and cover the next question. 

*15: If you have time, you can go through each verse, not reading and discussing but just asking them what they wrote as the essentials.

16: If you have time, let 1-2 women share.

17: If you have time, discuss this.

18: Skip

Day Four Study

If you have time, read the passage.

*19: Go over quickly. 

*20: Cover quickly.

21: Skip

*22: Go over quickly.

23: Only share if there is time.

Read the James passage if you have time.

27: Discuss if there is time.

Cover the goals as a review for the group. 

Week Eight lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: that as believers, we are each set apart unto God who has given us great potential to do his work by his power. 

Feel: the remorse that comes from wasting God’s potential

Apply: that each woman will take stock of her life to see if she is using her God-given potential for him. 

Talk about waste and share a story of it or read parts of the introduction. 
Day One Study
There are 4 chapters on Samson so don’t try to read them all. Skip those from Day 1 for sure.

*1: Discuss this one.

*2: Cover this observation question quickly.

*3: One woman should be able to give these answers. Don’t read the verses or it would be redundant. 

Don’t read the paragraph but mention that we, too, are set apart for God. 

*4: Allow several women to answer. 

Read or comment on the paragraphs or the parts that you feel your group should hear. 

Don’t read the Romans passage.

*5: Try to get several answers here. 

6: Skip

Day Two Study

Just to review the story, you may want to choose a few verses to read. The passage is too long to read it all.

*7: Quickly cover.

*8: One woman should be able to answer this. 

You may want to highlight some of this next paragraph to read or just talk about this tension between God’s sovereignty and man’s choices. But don’t allow this to become a rabbit trail. Stay with the idea that there is a tension and both are true. We just don’t have the minds to grasp it all( 

*9: Don’t read the verses but ask for someone to share what she saw about God’s purposes in “a”, another woman to share on “b”, etc.

*10: Cover quickly.

11: If time permits, discuss. Otherwise, skip it.

12: Skip

Day Three Study

*13: Get several headlines and one summary.

14: Skip

*15: Discuss these individually without reading them. 

16: Skip

*17: Allow 1-2 women to share.

Day Four Study

18: Skip

19: Skip

20: Skip

*21: Cover quickly.

*22: Discuss

23: Only discuss if there is time. 

Day Five Study

*24: Ask for a volunteer to share her summary.

*25: Let 2-3 women share their answers.

*26: Discuss well.

27: If you have time, you can discuss this.

28: Only discuss if there is time.

29: Skip

Review the main points at the end of the discussion time. Use the goals.

Week Nine lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: that God calls us to worship him in truth, not just according to what is right in our own eyes 

Feel: the sting of adultery that God feels when we worship false gods

Apply: that each woman will remove vestiges of false religion or idolatry from her life

Talk about things that “glitter!”

Mention the 3 sections of the book and where we are now.
Day One Study
Either read the verses and skip #1-2 or don’t read them and cover both quickly.

*3: Allow one woman to answer. 

Read Judges 17:6.

*4: See if anyone will read her paraphrase.

*5: Allow 2-3 women to share if they will. 

6: Skip

Day Two Study
Read the new verses.

*7: Cover quickly.

*8: One woman should be able to help here.

*9: Another question that you should be able to cover quickly.

*10: Again, cover quickly! 

11: Skip

*12: If anyone will share, let them.

Day Three Study

13: Skip

14: Skip

Read the paragraph. 

15: Skip

*16: Allow several women to share different insights.

17: Skip

18: If you have time, you can open this question for sharing.
