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Purpose of the leader helps


Each lesson of SnapShots of Jesus is designed with a particular goal in mind; thus, this Leaders’ Helps will enable you to understand the goal and achieve it week by week. Your group time has a purpose and you need to target that purpose for your discussion. You are free to adapt the goal to your particular group’s needs and situations. I have given you a general goal, but your group may need to focus somewhere else. This guide is not intended to be a law, but it is merely to help those who lead discussions in the study. In order to achieve the goal, you will have to skip some of the questions because they do not relate as well to the goal as others, and you do not have time to discuss every question.

How to use the leader helps
Each week you need to follow this order in your preparation for leading the discussion:

· Complete your personal homework in your own workbook. You will need to be very thorough because your group may make comments and ask questions that deal with all aspects of the lesson. You cannot be all knowing but should be prepared. Besides, God has to work in you first before you are ready to discuss it with others. This guide is not intended to give you answers to the questions unless it is a difficult topic.
· Then, read back through the lesson, considering how it all fits together. What is the main focus of that lesson? You might list it day by day since each day may cover a different topic. 
· What is the goal of your discussion? I will give you goals for each lesson, but you need to revise it in light of the particular women in your small group. Use what you determined as the focus of each day. Which of the five topics is most needed by your group? Or which is most stressed in the lesson?

· Read through the suggested lesson guide. 
· Think through which questions are most important to cover for your specific women in light of the goal that you have for your group. Somehow mark the ones that are essential to discuss so that if you begin to run out of time, you can skip to them. We have marked the ones you must cover with a *. You never need to cover all the questions and really don’t have the time anyway. It is better to cover at least one question from each day than to cover every question from the first couple of days. By getting to day five you are encouraging the women to complete the whole lesson.
Also, consider these questions as you prepare:

· Where do you want to spend your time? You may want to mark a halfway and then two quarter points in the discussion. You might want to count the number of questions that you have marked as important and divide them into quarters. Be aware, though, that some will take more time than others. Sharing questions take more time than observation questions.
· What verses do you want someone to read? Remember that there will always be someone who comes unprepared and has not read those verses. Also, this teaches women that God has answers. We want to emphasize what He has to say, not just our own experiences. Try to balance sharing questions with those that cover observation of the text, which are easy to answer. Only cover the Responding to God questions if someone brings them up. 

· FYI: Do not even mention the Digging for Diamonds questions. Don’t read them or refer to them. If someone wants to discuss one of them, do so after class. Do not read to the group any question that you want to skip. Just go on to the one you want to cover. This gives you more time on the questions that you need to discuss.
Introductory week
(This section is written primarily for the leaders at our church but it may be helpful to you in some way so I am leaving it in.)
I have put a short checklist of these things as well as some administrative items below. Read this section, though, which gives more detail to that list.

This will be your week to hand out the homework and to meet your women. Take this opportunity to have each woman share something that will help the group get to know one another. Have an ice-breaker question planned in advance. If your entire group is returning from a previous study, plan a deeper time of sharing or just catching up.

Go through the instructions for using the study entitled how to use this study guide on p. 4. Read through it yourself before you cover it with your group. Highlight the things that you want to mention. Please do not just read the page to your group. They may never return, thinking that you will be reading to them each week( You may have them turn to the first lesson as you discuss the various types of questions. That way as you talk about them, you can show them examples. 

Encourage; encourage; encourage. Tell them to come even if they have a bad week and haven’t done any of the lesson. They can learn from the discussion and the lecture. You are a support for one another and no one will be judgmental about those who cannot complete the lesson, but do encourage them to complete it. Point out that it will be easier to finish if they do it day by day rather than try to sit down and do it the night before the group meets. Each day has 4-6 questions. Ask them to realize that 4-6 questions doesn’t seem overwhelming at all, but if they try to do 25-30 questions in one day, they may drop out because it is too much. The design of the course, with 5 days work, is planned to help them get in the habit of reading God’s Word each day and letting Him speak to them. Encourage them to use this as a part of their quiet times. Be sure and explain the optional questions for those who want to dig in more—Digging for Diamonds.
Remember that your primary responsibility is to love rather than knowledge. “If I have the gift of prophecy and know all mysteries and all knowledge; and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but do not have love, I am nothing” (1 Corinthians 13:1).
Week One lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: Jesus is God Himself, the Word!
Feel: Awe in the fact that the Creator God Himself came as a man.   

Apply: That each woman would listen for the voice of the Word during this study and see this as an opportunity to listen well daily as she does her lesson.   

Get the group in the habit of going over the memory verse together as you begin your lesson each week.
You may want to talk about the general idea of knowing Jesus better as we look at a variety of pictures of Him. Since it’s your first real discussion, you may want to begin with an icebreaker type of question: what one picture of you best describes who you are? And you need to answer first with a very short answer. You are a friend, a listener, an encourager, a neighbor, a mother, a professional, a skier, etc.
Day One Study
You may want to highlight portions of the paragraph to read to the group before you begin the questions. 

This passage is so rich that I suggest you get a volunteer to read it.

*#1-Get several women to each share one thing that John says about Jesus as the Word. 

Read the paragraph after Diamonds in the Word.

*#2-3-Just ask them to share anything from the Genesis verses or those in #3 that were meaningful in helping them see Jesus as the Word. 

Ask for a volunteer to read the paragraph just before #4.

*#4-Get a volunteer to read the Hebrews verses and allow at least one comment.

*#5-Get some input on this question. It can set the tone for them to prioritize this study and to hear Him better as they do it. 

#6-Skip

Day Two Study

#7-Skip because #8 will cover it.

*#8—Get at least one answer here. 

#9-Skip

*#10-Cover because it will help achieve your goal to “feel”.

#11-Skip

#12-Skip

Day Three Study

#13-Skip

*#14-Cover quickly

#15-One woman can give this answer, which is clear in the text.

Don’t read the verses because the next question covers what is important.

*#16-Allow at least one woman to respond. 

*#17-If you can get them to volunteer, this question will help you assess where you group is spiritually. Only take volunteers but you won’t have time for everyone to answer. You can save this question for a time of sharing when you are together outside of the limited discussion time.

#18-Skip

Day Four Study

#19-Skip because the next question covers it.

#20-Cover quickly

#21-Get someone to answer and see if you can get more than one translation. 

Ask for a volunteer to read the paragraph.

*#22-Cover for sure

#23-If your time is good, get several women to share here.

#24—Skip

Day Five Study

*#25-This will help them understand why John calls miracles “signs”.

#26-Skip since it’s in the next question.

*#27-Don’t spend a lot of time on these but just go through what the sign was. 

*#28—Allow several women to share on this one.

#29-Skip

At the end of your small group discussion each week, review the goals, not by saying, “These were our goals,” but by just stressing the things in the goals. For this lesson mention how awesome and overwhelming is the truth that Jesus is God’s very Word who came to earth as a man. Talk about how you want to be sure you are hearing Him well this year and how you appreciate having a structured study to help you do that. Talk about your need to worship Him as the very Creator of the universe. 

Week Two lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: The significance of the lamb in Passover and as a sacrifice to the Jewish people.
Feel: Thanksgiving that Jesus would come and be our sacrifice.

Apply: That each woman would believe that Jesus has truly taken away her sins; that she lives without the guilt and shame of her past.
This is an easy memory verse! Say it with your group a couple of times and you should know it. :-)

You may want to read the second paragraph of the introduction or you may want to talk about sheep you have seen, etc.

Day One Study
Ask a volunteer to read the Jn. 1:19-28 passage. 

#1-2-Ask these two questions together. Ask what was the first role the Jews asked John about—the Christ or Messiah. As someone answers with the next role, Elijah, ask the group what they learned in Mal. 4:5 that would lead them to look for Elijah. Then, do the same with the Prophet, asking about the Deut. passage. 

Get another volunteer to read the passage. These are important passages and your women have probably not read them for several days and need to review them before they discuss them.

#3-Skip because you will cover it in #5. 

You may just read the sentence after #3 yourself.

#4-Skip

#5-Allow several women to answer. If they leave out some of the identifications of Jesus, you may want to ask if that particular one was the most meaningful to anyone. It’s okay not to cover them all extensively but try to mention them. 

#6 Skip

Day Two Study
You have already read the passage.

*#7-One woman can answer this question, which is simply observation.

Highlight parts of the paragraphs before the next question. What things do you need to be sure they understand? That is the part you want to read.

*#8-Don’t read the passage but do cover this question.

#9-Cover if you have time.

*#10-Be sure and cover this one and allow several women to answer if they desire.

#11-If you have time, get some input on this one.

#12-You may not have time to cover this and it’s not as necessary as other sharing questions for your goals.

#13-Skip

Day Three Study
You have already read the passage.

*#14-You may ask for a volunteer to read a verse and give her answer. (Be sure she knows she has to do both before she volunteers or you may scare her to death:) Use a different woman for each verse.

#15-Skip

*#16-If you have already read the verse, don’t reread it. If you prefer, when you read Rev. 5 in #14, you can ask them what they wrote on #16, and then skip #16 when you get there. This question will help you achieve your feeling goal this week.

#17-Skip

Day Four Study
You have already read the passage.

*#18-20-You can choose to cover all of these together by going straight to #20 or go through them individually. If you use #20, you may want to go back to the verses that no one mentioned and see if anyone chose that verse. If not, feel free to just comment on it quickly. It is very important for your application goal that you do discuss the Hebrews passages. As someone mentions those, you may want to get a volunteer to read them. 

#21-Skip

Day Five Study
You have already read the passage.

#22-If you are okay with your time, go over this one.

*#23-24-Again, you can cover these together. As someone shares about what someone said about Jesus, you can go ahead and ask what the effect was. 

*#25-allow several women to share if you have time.

#26-Skip

At the end of the discussion, go back and emphasize what you want to stress, the goals for your lesson. Talk about how you can see from the history of Passover and the sacrificial system how significant it was for John the Baptist to call Jesus the Lamb of God. Express your thanks that He came as a Lamb to die for you and completely take away your sins. 

Week Three lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: Each woman will understand that she is a sinner and that Jesus came to provide for that need, as well as all of her needs.
Feel: The joy of having her spiritual thirst met by Jesus.  

Apply: That each woman would turn to Jesus for salvation and the source of Living water. 
Talk about the necessity of water for people, plants, etc. Or tell a story of lack of water. Then, go over the memory verse.

Day One Study
The lesson for Day One is more optional to the purposes of this lesson. So don’t spend a lot of time on it but do talk some about this first of Jesus’ signs. I wouldn’t read all the verses because you want to save most of your time for the other days’ work. You can cover it more quickly by getting someone’s summary in question #1.

*#1-One woman should be able to give a summary of what happened. 

*#2-Cover quickly. Don’t linger here. 

#3-optional

#4-Skip

#5-Skip

Day Two Study
The passage is a long one. Feel free to read only parts of it. You may ask a volunteer to read the primary story in John 4:7-26. Or you can simply cover it with question #6.

*#6-If you had someone read the story, just ask if anyone wrote a headline. If you have some, see if they are willing to share them.

#7-Skip because you will get the essentials in the other questions.

*#8-Cover for sure!

You don’t need to read any of the paragraph after #8.

#9-Get 2-3 women to share unless they go on too long:)

#10-Skip

Day Three Study
You don’t need to read anything here.

*#11-Essential question if you want to achieve your understanding goal. Have everyone turn to Romans and a volunteer read the verses. You need to be sure everyone gets the fact that all are sinners. 

#12-13-If you have time, cover these two together by asking, what did you learn from Jesus’ example with this woman about sharing the gospel with others?

#14-This is an important concept that we will cover more in a later lesson. If you have time, see if someone will share what she saw.

#15-Skip

Day Four Study
Though you haven’t read these verses, you don’t need to read. Just be sure everyone has her Bible open to the passage.

*#16-One woman’s answer should be enough.

#17-Cover if you have time.

#18-Again, if you have time, you can cover this one and allow several women to answer.

*#19-Allow at least one woman to share.

#20-Skip

Day Five Study
Don’t read any of the paragraph or verses. 

*#21-If you have time, read the verses and then ask for someone to share how they relate to the water Jesus offered. If you are short of time, don’t read them but be sure you cover them. Part of the gospel is knowing it is offered to all and that it is a gift; nothing we do can earn it. 

*#22-Another important question. Again, if you have time, read the verses. They need to grasp that they have a choice to follow Jesus and run to Him as the source of life or to look elsewhere, which is never going to work. 

#23-Skip

#24-Cover if you have time.

#25-Allow 2-3 to share if time permits. 

#26-Skip

Repeat the main ideas that you wanted to get across to the women—we are all like the woman at the well in that we are sinners. Jesus offers to all true life in Him if we will believe that He is who He claimed to be. The life He offers cannot be bought; it is a gift to be received by believing the Jesus is God Himself who came to earth to die for us and be resurrected. We can have the same joy that living water would bring in the desert.

Week Four lesson

Goals for your discussion:

Understand: That being the I Am means that Jesus is the same God of the Old Testament.

Feel: Awe in the greatness of Jesus who healed the sick man at the Pool, who multiplied the bread, and who walked on the water. 

Apply: That each woman would seek the Giver, the great I Am, rather than the gifts that He gives.

Don’t forget to go over your verse. 

Think of some way to introduce the theme of bread in your own way or read parts of the introductory paragraph.

Day One Study
Skip the passage since you will cover its essentials in the first question.

*#1-You can break this question up and ask a part of it and get an answer before moving to the next part of the question. That will allow several women to answer.

You should get a volunteer to read this next passage, which more directly relates to the theme of this lesson.

*#2-You have already read what the sign was but cover the other parts of this question.

#3-Cover quickly. Maybe one answer is all.

#4-Skip

#5-Optional. If you do cover it, don’t linger too long. 

#6-Skip

Day Two Study
Don’t read the verses because the next question will cover what you need to know. 

#7-Get a volunteer to share the story that she wrote. 

*#8-Cover this one.

Don’t read the passage but do it through the questions.

*#9-This question is important to accomplish your goals this week.

*#10-Allow several women to share.

#11-Skip

Day Three Study
I would read this passage although it’s somewhat long. 

#12-One woman can answer this observation question.

Read the sentence after #12.

*#13-Don’t read the passage but get several women to give input. 

*#14-Cover this one. Talk about how we often think these miracles like manna were so great and forget that the gift of Jesus Himself is far greater. We are more blessed than the Israelites under Moses. 

#15-Cover if you have time. Emphasize the great promises He has given to His children. 

*#16-Get several women to share on this one.

#17-Skip

Day Four Study
Reread John 6:35. 

Read the paragraph before #18.

Ask for a volunteer to read Exodus 3:13-14.

#18-Skip a but cover b. 

Read through the next 3 paragraphs and highlight the parts that you want to read to the group. 

*#19-Allow several women to share their answers.

*#20-Again, let several women share.

#21-Skip

Day Five Study
If you are good on time, read John 6:52-58 so everyone can follow the questions. 

*#22-Get more than one woman to respond if you have time. 

#23-You can better cover this through the next question.  

*#24-Allow 2-3 women to share if you have the time. 

#25-Skip

#26-If you have any time, you can cover this question.

#27-Skip

Week Five lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: That Jesus as the Light of the world brings light into our lives spiritually.
Feel: Thankful hearts that Jesus brings light into our lives day by day. 

Apply: That each woman would follow the Light day by day rather than walk in the darkness. 
Say the verse together.  

Mention that light is as necessary to life on earth as water is. 

Day One Study
In your own words cover what is said in the paragraph at the beginning of our study for this day. This may be the first time that some realize that the story of the woman caught in adultery is probably not in the text of the original Bible. We love the story so much that we often continue using it as a biblical story. If you think some of the women in your group may have a question about it, do some research on it. 

*#1-Don’t read the verses but cover this question to get the gist of the feast. 

Don’t read the paragraph with the information from Gary Burge, but do read the sentence that begins, “So water and light.”

*#2-One woman can answer this question. 

#3-Don’t read the verses but get a different volunteer to share what she wrote down for each answer.

*#4-Get at least one woman to share on this.

#5-Skip

Day Two Study
Instead of reading the verse ask someone to read what she wrote on #6.

*#6-You may want to get anyone with different versions written out to read the verse.

*#7-8-Instead of going through all of them in #7, simply skip to #8 and cover only those most meaningful to the women.

#9-Skip

Day Three Study
Don’t read all of these verses. You will get the main ideas in the next question. 

*#10-Get one answer from several women.

Read the verses. By the way, never go around the circle doing this. It makes the reading very disjointed. It is better to have one volunteer read the passage so everyone focuses on what is being said rather than when she is supposed to read. 

*#11-A very important question. Get one or two to give input.

*#12-Cover this one as well. 

*#13-Allow several women to share. 

#14-Skip

Day Four Study
Don’t read the verses because it will be covered by the next question.

*#15-Get someone to summarize the story for the group.

The passage is long so you may need to skip it for time. 

#16-Optional depending on your time.

#17-Also optional. Discuss only if you time is doing very well.

*#18-Cover quickly.

#19-Skip

#20-Skip

Day Five Study
Get a volunteer to read the verses. 

*#21-Cover for sure!

#22-Cover if you have time.

#23-One woman can give this answer.

*#24-At least one woman should give an answer to this one.

#25-If you have time, let several women discuss this.

#26-Skip

Be sure and review your main points at the end of your time together. Emphasize that Jesus heals us of spiritual blindness. We need to follow the Light day by day in order not to walk in darkness. Express the thanks that you feel for that truth. You are not in the dark whatever your situation; Jesus brings Light to it. 

Week Six lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: Jesus’ snapshots as the Good Shepherd and the Door to the sheep pen.
Feel: Love for the Shepherd who cares for her. 

Apply: That each woman would trust that Jesus is leading her and that she can hear His voice if she takes the time to listen.
Go over the memory verse.

Write your own introduction or read parts of this one.

Day One Study
Get a volunteer to read the passage.

You don’t need to read the paragraph. Give them a review of what has already occurred at the Feast of Tabernacles, though. 

*#1-Get at least one response to this.

*#2-Get several to input one thing from their answer.

*#3-Get 2-3 women’s responses. 

*#4-Allow several women to share. 

#5-Skip

Day Two Study
Get a volunteer to read John 10:7-10.

Don’t read the paragraph.

*#6-One woman can probably give the answer.

Get a volunteer to read the quote from Burge.

*#7-Allow several women to comment.

Skip the verses because the question covers it.

#8-Cover quickly.

#9-If you have time, get a couple of women to share.

#10-Skip

Day Three Study
You don’t need to reread the passage.

*#11-12-Rather than go through #11, use #12 to talk about the ones that were most meaningful to your group.

#13-Skip

#14-If you have time, cover this one.

#15-Skip unless you have plenty of time left.

#16-Skip

Day Four Study
Get a volunteer to read the passage.

#17-Cover if you have time.

#18-Again, cover if you have time.

#19-Skip

#20-Skip

*#21-Talk a bit about this one if you have time.

#22-Skip

Day Five Study
If you are doing well with time, get a volunteer to read the passage.

*#23-Get at least one answer on this one.

#24-If you have time, get an answer.

*#25-Cover quickly.

*#26-Allow more than one woman to share. 

#27-Skip

At the end of your discussion, go back over the goals by stating what you want the group to know, feel, and apply in your own words. Make it personal to you, if possible.

Week Seven lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: That Jesus is the Resurrection and that we will live because of Him.
Feel: The grief involved in this circumstance.

Apply: That each woman would grieve when she faces a loss and realize that it is okay and that Jesus cries with her over her sadness.
Go over the verse.

You may want to read the last sentence in the intro or simply do your own.

Day One Study
Don't read verses until after you discuss #1.

*#1-One woman can give this observation answer.

Now get a volunteer to read John 11:1-16. (Go ahead and read through v.16 at the same time.)

#2-You just read what the crisis was, but ask the second part of the question about their response.

#3-Choose between this one and #5 for 2-3 women to share their answers.

You have already read this. 

*#4-Allow several women to give their thoughts.

#5-If you chose #3, skip this one. If not, let 2-3 women answer.

#6-Skip

Day Two Study
You have read all of this passage.

#7-Cover this quickly.

#8-Cover but don’t spend a lot of time on it. 

#9-Skip

#10-Skip

#11-Skip because this is not our emphasis.

#12-Skip

Day Three Study
Get a volunteer to read John 11:17-37. (Go ahead and read a broader section.)

#13-Skip because you have just read about it.

Read the note in case anyone in your group did not read it previously.

*#14-Without reading the verses, ask what they learned from this comparison.

#15-Skip

*#16-Allow 2-3 women to share their answers.

Skip the paragraph.

#17-Cover this quickly.

#18-Skip

Day Four Study
You have already read the verses.

#19-Cover quickly.

Read the paragraph just before #20.

#20-Allow 2-3 women to talk about this one.

*#21-This is an important one to cover to meet your goals. Add to what they say if you need to emphasize that grief is okay and that Jesus feels our sadness and cries with us.

Get a volunteer to read the passage.

#22-You just read it so can skip this one.

*#23-Allow several women to share.

#24-Skip

Day Five Study
Read all of these verses if you have time. It’s such a powerful story!

*#25-Allow several women to respond.

#26-Cover if you are okay with time. 

#27-Skip

Read the sentence before the next question so the question makes more sense.

#28-Optional if you have time. 

#29-Skip

Once again be sure and end your time by emphasizing what you wanted them to take home—that Jesus is the Resurrection and we will be resurrected because of Him; that Mary & Martha and their friends grieved and we should feel that grief; and that it is okay for believers to grieve, even when we know that the person was a believer in the Resurrection!

Week Eight lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: That Jesus is the only Way to God.
Feel: The joy that someday we will be with Him where He is because He is the Way there. 

Apply: That each woman would follow Jesus’ example and serve selflessly.
Say the memory verse together. 

Write your own short intro. 

Day One Study
Skip these verses. 

Read the paragraph just before #1.

*#1-Instead of going through each verse, simply ask the group what they learned about Jesus’ hour by reading them.

#2-Skip

*#3-Be sure and talk about this question. 

#4-Skip because of time

#5-Allow several women to answer.

#6-Skip

Day Two Study
Skip these verses. 

#7-Quickly cover this question without reading the passages unless they seem lost.

#8-Allow 2-3 women to share what they wrote.

Have a volunteer read the paragraph just after #8.

Get a different volunteer to read the passage.

You may just want to read the short paragraph yourself.

*#9-Cover this question.

*#10-Have a good discussion on this because it is one of your goals.

#11-Skip

Day Three Study
Only read the verses if you are good with your time.

#12-13-Just cover these together by asking, “what was upsetting Jesus and what do we already know about it that John has already told us?

#14-Skip

Read at least the first sentence in the paragraph just before #1.

#15-Optional depending on your time.

#16-Skip
Day Four Study
These are the most important verses to read for this lesson. Be sure you get a volunteer.

#17-Cover quickly. 

*#18-Let several women respond.

*#19-Have someone different read each verse and respond as to how it parallels the statement that He is the way.

*#20-Allow 2-3 women to give their answers if you have enough time.

#21-Skip

Day Five Study
You have already read the verses.

*#22-Don’t read through these verses but just ask them to share what they saw as they looked at them. What are the reasons that people reject that statement?

#23-If you have time, cover this one and the quote from Carson just below it. 

#24-Time permitting, discuss this one.

#25-Skip

At the end of the lesson, be sure and go over the goals. I am sure by now you know how to do this so I won’t go into detail:) 

Week Nine lesson

Goals for your discussion:
Understand: What it means that Jesus is the Vine.
Feel: The hopelessness of producing fruit unless attached to the Vine.

Apply: That each woman would daily make sure she is attached to the Vine.
Go over the memory verse.  

Write a short intro about vines, sap, dependence, etc. 

Day One Study
Review the context that they were to look back to find—where Jesus was, when this was, and to whom He was speaking. Don’t ask them; just tell them since they didn’t write it down. Otherwise, it may take more time than you have.

Have a volunteer read the passage but continue through v. 8 at the same time. 

Read the paragraph just before #1.

*#1-Have a different volunteer read each passage and comment.

Read the paragraph between #1 and #2.

#2-Optional

*#3-4-Cover these questions together. As they share which one is most meaningful, ask them how it is unique or why that one would be most meaningful.

#5-Skip

Day Two Study
You’ve read the verses already.

*#6-Cover quickly.

*#7-Cover quickly. 

*#8-Allow several women to answer.

#9-Skip

Day Three Study
Again, no need to reread the verses.

*#10-One woman can give the answer.

Ask a volunteer to read the sentence between #10 and #11.

*#11-The passage is fairly long. If you have time or if the women didn’t answer the question, read it and then get an answer.
