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Jesus Feeds 5,000 People (Matthew 14:13-21; Mark 6:30-44; Luke 9:10-17; John 6:1-15)
Main Point: All things are possible with God.
Key Verse: All things are possible with God. - Mark 10:27b
Materials: Five paper IMPOSSIBLE cards

Personal Connection:

· Say: Everything is possible with God! Jesus was able to feed over 5,000 people with just one little boy’s lunch! There is nothing that He can’t do! Leader, tell a personal story of something amazing God has done in your life.
Hands on Application:

· Have a volunteer read Mark 10:27. Say: Lots of things are impossible for us, but God turns the impossible into the possible!

· Say: Let’s think through some of the impossible things God has done.

· God promised Abraham that he would have tons of children, grandchildren, and great grandchildren. Abraham was over 100 years old, and his wife was over 90! For Abraham and Sarah, this was impossible. Let’s see what God did. Read Genesis 21:1-3. Leader, hold up one IMPOSSIBLE card and tear the IM off the card, turning IMPOSSIBLE to POSSIBLE.

· Many years later, Moses was leading the Israelites through the dessert and Pharaoh’s army was chasing after them. They came to the Red Sea, but they didn’t have a boat. Who thinks this sounds like an impossible situation for the people? Hand a card to a student who raises their hand. Read Exodus 14:21-22. What did God do? Prompt student to tear the IM off the card.

· Those same people were in the dessert without any water. When they looked around, they could only see sand and rocks. Who thinks this sounds like an impossible situation for the people? Hand a card to a student who raises their hand. Read Exodus 17:6. What did God do? Prompt student to tear the IM off the card.

· A young woman named Mary had never been married, but God said she would have a Son. Who thinks this sounds like an impossible situation for Mary? Hand a card to a student who raises their hand. Read Luke 2:5-7. Hold up one IMPOSSIBLE card. Say: Mary had never been married, but God said she would have a Son. What did God do? Prompt student to tear the IM off the card.

· These are just a few examples of the impossible things that God can do. The Bible is filled with these stories! One last impossible situation - one that we are all in - is that we have all chosen to sin, and our sin separates us from God. There is nothing we can do to “undo” our sin. It was an impossible situation. (Hand a card to a student.) But God did the impossible. Read Colossians 1:13-14 or recite John 3:16 together. Prompt student to tear the IM off the card.
Group Discussion:
· Ask: Is there an impossible situation in your life right now? (Examples might be struggling with schoolwork, divorce, a bully, sickness in the family) What impossible situations do you see around you? Who can do the impossible? What should you do about your situation? Pray; ask God to take the situation and do what only He can do.

Conversation with God (Prayer): Thank God for His ability to do anything. Ask Him to show us great and mighty things that we can’t even imagine. Fill in the prayer journal and close in prayer.
