Isaiah (Isaiah 6)

Main Point:  We should listen to God’s call and tell His message that Jesus saves.
Key Verse: Then I heard the voice of the Lord. He said, “Who will I send? Who will go for us?” I said, “Here I am. Send me!” Isaiah 6:8
Materials: A cup of clean water; a sandwich container that is clean; (Optional: a sandwich container that is filled with dirt or spoiled food)
Personal Connection:

· Say: Did you know that in the Bible, God says we are like jars of clay holding precious treasure? Let’s read about this treasure in 2 Corinthians 4:6-7. Read 2 Corinthians 4:6-7 together. There’s another passage in 2 Timothy that talks about clay pots, too. Let’s read 2 Timothy 2:20-
21 together. 

· After reading these passages, tell your group about a time when you had a container that was filled with something gross (like the plastic lunch containers that you find months after you last used it, and it is still filled with lunch remnants!) Tell your group about the process of cleaning it so that it could be usable again. Ask if they have ever seen a container that had something gross inside that needed to be cleaned before it could be used.
Hands on Application:

· Say:  Did you know that we are like those containers? God wants to fill us with really great things like His glory and His goodness and the fruit of the Spirit. But just like you would not want to put your yummy lunch inside of a nasty, unwashed container, God does not want to put all of His goodness inside of a dirty, unwashed container - and that container is YOU! 

· Ask: So what needs to happen so that we can be filled up with all of God’s goodness? We need to be cleaned out! How does that happen? Let’s read 1 John 1:9 together. Discuss the process: we confess our sins, God cleanses us from our sins.
Group Discussion:

· Say: Once we confess our sins and God cleanses us from our sins, THEN God fills our containers up with so many good things that they just spill out wherever we go! Fill your clean container with the water to illustrate how God fills us with His goodness. When you are at school, your goodness spills out on the person sitting next to you in class. On the playground, your joy spills out on your friends. When you’re at a sleepover, your self-control spills out at the party. People are going to start to notice that you are different. That is when you can begin telling them about Jesus! When God sends us to tell people about Jesus, we don’t have to get on an airplane and travel to a far away country. God sends us to the people we see every day! He wants you to tell your teammates who play on your soccer team, your friend that you go to the movies with, or just talk about Him while you are hanging out at the mall. He even promises to give you the right words to say at the right time (1 Corinthians 2:13). 
Conversation with God (Prayer): Pray with your children about their friends that they would like to see come to know Jesus. Pray that God will cleanse them and help them to be clean, usable containers of His goodness so that others will want to know Him, too! Fill in the prayer journal and close in prayer.
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
