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Jesus Turns Water into Wine (John 2:1-11)
Main Point:  Jesus performed miracles to show people He was God.

Key Verse:  That was the first of Jesus’ miraculous signs. He did it in Cana of Galilee. Jesus showed His glory by doing it. And His disciples put their faith in Him. - John 2:11

Materials:  Envelopes, crosses (cut out of card stock) that will fit inside the envelope, and crayons (you will need one of each for every child).  * Note: Put the card stock cross inside each envelope and seal the envelopes before the group meets.

Personal connection:  

· Say: Can you imagine being there for Jesus’ first miracle? This was the first time He demonstrated on earth that He was in fact God! What an exciting time for the disciples. They had no idea that this would be the day that Jesus would display His mighty power to them. This miracle was the first display to anyone that Jesus was God.
Leader, take this opportunity to tell about a miracle that God has performed in your own life. For example, give your personal testimony of salvation, a time of physical healing, God’s provision for you/your family, etc.

Hands on Application:

· Say: Remember, Jesus was fully God and fully man. Jesus was there when God spoke our universe into existence. He was there when Adam and Eve chose to question God.  He saw the waters flood the earth. Even though He was God, He came to earth as a baby to be the Way of salvation for all of those who would believe in Him.
· Say: I have an envelope for each of you. I’m going to lay it in front of you on the table, and I don’t want you to touch it. Distribute the envelope and a crayon to each child in the group.  *Note: each envelope should have a card stock cross in it.
· Ask: Look at this envelope. What is special about it? Allow the group to answer.  Say:  It looks just like a common envelope, right? Jesus’ flesh was just like ours. He looked like everyone else who has walked this earth. Yet, He was very different.  
· Say: What was on the inside made Him different from every other human that has ever been born. He was God! Leader, instruct the group to take the crayon and color the entire front of the envelope. Tell them they should see a design (a cross) on it when they are done. The miracle Jesus performed was like this crayon – it revealed that Jesus was God.

Group Discussion:

· Show the group the cross on your envelope.

· Say: What if someone was able to take a huge crayon and color over you? What would show through from “the inside”? Allow the kids to answer. 

· Say: Jesus used miracles to show His disciples He was truly God, and they believed in Him. Have the group read John 20:30-31. Say: The Bible shows us our way to God through His Son, Jesus Christ. Jesus is the only way.
Conversation with God (Prayer): 

In today’s prayer time, pray that the group understands why Jesus came to earth to be our Savior, and that He still wants to show His power and love to us today. Fill in prayer journals and close in prayer.
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
