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David Blesses Mephibosheth (II Samuel 2 and 9)
Main Point:  God pours out His grace on those who accept His gift.
Key Verse: Give praise to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. He has blessed us with every spiritual blessing. Those blessings come from the heavenly world. They belong to us because we belong to Christ. - Ephesians 1:3
Materials: “Walking in Mephibosheth’s Shoes” Chart (2 copies: Copy 1 is your answer guide, Copy 2 is the activity cut into individual pieces that your Huddle Group will connect together)

Personal Connection

· Say: Have you heard the saying, “A picture is worth a thousand words?” If I’m trying to explain to a friend how beautiful the island of Hawaii is, sometimes it’s a whole lot easier if I just show them a picture of Hawaii. That one picture is worth more than trying to explain it myself. God has given us lots of pictures in the Bible to show us how very much He loves us. Today we saw one of those beautiful pictures when we learned about how King David extended mercy to Mephibosheth and invited him into David’s kingdom. From this story, we can see that God shows His love to us in the same way. Let’s walk in Mephibosheth’s shoes and see what we can learn from his experience! 

Hands on Application
· Pull out the activity cards and have your group match up ways we are like Mephibosheth. The directions are at the top of your activity sheet.
Group Discussion

· Say: This amazing love that God has shown us has a very special name. It is called GRACE. Grace is special because we don’t deserve it, we can’t buy it, and we can’t earn it, but God still gives it to us freely. Wow! God’s grace invites us to come meet Him before we even have a relationship with Him. His grace invites us to come be a part of His kingdom and to become adopted into His family. When we choose to have a one-on-one relationship with God, He pours out all His blessings on us because of His amazing grace! Let’s take a look at some verses and see just a few of the blessings we receive because of God’s grace. Philippians 4:6-7, James 1:5, James 1:17, I Peter 1:4-5, Romans 6:23b, Acts 20:32, I Timothy 4:8, For older groups-Ephesians 4:7,11-13
