Study Questions

Why do you think that our text includes the first four verses of chapter 2?

How does the author develop his argument here?  (In other words, trace the flow of the argument from 1:1—2:4.)  What is the main point of this passage?  
What is the main thrust of Hebrews 1:1-3?  How does the author apply this truth in 2:1-4?  What does all this have to do with angels (1:4-13)?

What other biblical texts teach what we find in our text in Hebrews?  What is unique about what we find in our passage in Hebrews?
Why do you think the author chose to introduce his epistle with the words of our text?  In other words, how does the truth conveyed by these words serve as a fitting introduction to the entire Epistle to the Hebrews?

If the revelation that came through Jesus is full and complete, why does the author spend so much time proving his point by citing Old Testament texts?

From the author’s exhortation in 2:1-4, what do we learn about the challenges facing the readers of this epistle and the purpose for which the author penned it?

How does this text apply to you and to other Christians today?  How does it apply to unbelievers?
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
