Study Questions

In verse 10, who is the one “for whom and through whom all things exist?”  Who is the pioneer of their (our) salvation?  How can someone who is perfect be made perfect, and especially through sufferings?

In verse 11, how is it that “He who makes holy” and “those being made holy” have the same origin?    

In our text, several reasons are given to explain the necessity of the incarnation.  What are these reasons he gives for the incarnation?
What do the Scriptures cited in verses 12 and 13 illustrate or prove?

How does the “fear of death” (verse 15) hold men in slavery?

How is God’s concern for Abraham’s descendants greater than His concern for angels (verse 16)?  Compare verse16 with 1 Corinthians 9:9.

Who are “Abraham’s descendants” (see Romans 4:13-17; 9:6-8; Galatians 3:26-29)?

What should the incarnation mean to the Christian?  How should the incarnation change the way Christians think and act?
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
