Study Questions

This text is one of the most controversial passages in the Book of Hebrews, and perhaps in the whole Bible.  It involves the eternal security of the saints, and this is no small matter.  Thus, we must approach this text carefully and prayerfully.  The correct interpretation should flow from the answers to the following questions.
How does our text fit into the larger context of Hebrews 4:14—6:20?

In Hebrews 6:4-6, is the author describing the experience of someone who has genuinely been saved?

Does “falling away” presume the loss of one’s salvation?  What constitutes “falling away?”
Is “renewing to repentance” referring to renewing one to salvation who has fallen away from it?

Is the author saying that if one “falls away” from salvation, he can be restored to salvation after losing it?  Put differently, can salvation be lost and, if so, can it be regained?

Why is the author convinced of better things concerning his readers?  

If he is convinced of better things, then why does he speak so strongly to them in verses 4-8?

What does all of this have to do with the dullness and lack of maturity of the recipients of Hebrews?

What unanswered questions remain after your study of this text?

What other biblical texts and theological truths must be kept in mind when seeking to interpret this text in Hebrews?
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
