Study Questions
What is the author’s argument in Hebrews 9:1-14?  How is this related to Hebrews 9:15-28?

What are the paragraph divisions in Hebrews 9:15-28?  Trace the flow of the author’s argument in these verses.

For what “reason” (verse 15) is Christ the mediator of the New Covenant?  Why is death essential to any covenant (this term is also translated “will” or “testament”)? 

How is this “will” (the New Covenant) consistent with the sovereignty of God?

We know how blood was used to cleanse things associated with the Old Covenant, but how does blood cleanse the things of the New Covenant (see verses 23-24)?

What is the “consummation” (or “end of the ages”) in verse 26?  When did (or does) it happen?
What happens after death in verses 27-28?  What false teachings and false beliefs do verses 27-28 set straight? 
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
