Study Questions
What is the “cloud of witnesses” to which the author refers?  What relationship do these witnesses have to us and to our Christian experience?
Why does the word “also” occur in verse 1 (KJV, NKJV, ESV, NASB, NJB, NRS) and what does it indicate?

What is the weight that Christians are exhorted to lose?  How would we recognize this weight?
