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Study Questions
The term for brotherly love is found in Romans 12:10; 1 Thessalonians 4:9; Hebrews 13:1; 1 Peter 1:22; 2 Peter 1:7.  How would you define “brotherly love?” How would you distinguish “brotherly love” from other kinds of love?  Why emphasize “brotherly love” rather than love for our (unsaved) neighbors?  Why give priority to fellow believers (see Galatians 6:10)? 

The author exhorts his readers to continue in brotherly love.  How had they exhibited brotherly love in the past?  How should they continue to show brotherly love in the future?  How might circumstances tempt the Hebrews to diminish their practice of brotherly love?  

Do you think brotherly love might be somehow connected with hospitality, visiting prisoners, fidelity in marriage and the love of money?  Why would these areas be specifically mentioned by the author?  What do they have to do with the circumstances the Hebrew believers now face, or will face in the future?
Explain how and why the author uses Deuteronomy 31:6 and Psalm 118:6 in our text.

How relevant are the exhortations of our text to us in our day and time?  What specific ways might you practice these instructions?  What ways might our church do a better job in obeying our text?
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
