Study Questions
Here are important New Testament texts about our Lord’s “coming” (parousia):  Matthew 24:3, 27, 38, 39; 1 Corinthians 1:8; 15:23; 1 Thessalonians 2:19; 3:13; 4:15; 5:23; 2 Thessalonians 2:1, 8; James 5:7; 2 Peter 1:16; 3:4, 12; 1 John 2:28.  So what happens when our Lord “comes?”

What has Paul already taught the Thessalonians about the Second Coming in 1 Thessalonians?
What has Paul already taught the Thessalonians about the Second Coming in 2 Thessalonians 1?

What is the relationship between the “coming of our Lord” and “our gathering together to Him” (2 Thessalonians 2:1 – the only other use of this word in the New Testament is in Hebrews 10:25)?

From verse 2, how might this error regarding the Day of the Lord find its way into the Thessalonian church?  In what ways could false teaching that the Day of the Lord had come, negatively impact the church and the preaching of the gospel?  

Who is the “man of lawlessness?”  What do we know about him from other Scriptures, and what does Paul tell us about him in our text?

Compare our Lord’s teaching about His coming with that of Paul in 1 and 2 Thessalonians.
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
