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Welcome to The Ten Commandments Study
This 12 week study will guide your students through The Ten Commandments, one commandment per week.  You will also join the Moses and Israelites in their desert trek as they venture from Egypt to the Promised Land.  Included as part of this study is some time devoted to basic Bible knowledge of Key Passages and the Books of the Bible. 

Each week is divided into 5 sections:

· Opening 
· Review Bible Books and Key Passages

· Teach the Bible Story including Bible knowledge/key passages 

· The Weekly Challenge 
· Closing 
For the Opening and the Closing, you will select the songs you and your group are familiar with. During the Bible teaching, encourage the children to read directly out of the Bible.  Too often, the Bible stories are told to children and details are missed.  Our goal should be that the children get accostumed to reading out of the Bible for themselves.  During this time, you will also teach what Jesus had to say about the commandment for the week.  You will review the commandment, connect it to the Bible story and apply it to the children’s lives today.  During this time you will also explain the Family Activity Worksheet.
The Weekly Challenges are games or activities requiring little supplies that can be found at most major discount stores.  Remember to connect the challenge to the week’s study as described in the ‘Apply the Challenge’ section.

Finally, this study is designed for use with teams.  During the first week, you will be dividing your group into teams and assigning them a team color.  The teams will compete against one another for ‘medals’ they will iron on to their flags (flags will be completed during the first week).  Each week includes a take home sheet with a family activity.  Encourage your students to work on the family activity with their parents.
